Resolved, That a Message be sent to the Senate acquainting their Honors, That this
Bouse hath agreed to their first two amendments to the Bill intituled: ".An Act to
incorporate the London and Canada Bank ;" and hath disagreed to the third and last
amendment for the reason that it would have the effect of deterring Pritish capitalists
from subscribing for the capital stock of the proposed Bank.
