An Act to amend chapter sixty-two of the Consolidated Sta-
tutes of Canada, respecting Fisheries and Fishing.

W HEREAS, with a view to Becure the more efficient working of the Preamble.
"Act respecting Fisheries and Fishing," chapter 62 of the Consol-

idated Statutes of Canada, ît is requisite to make additions and amend-
ments thereto:
