UNB opened its new Depart-
ment of Spanish in 1981-1982,
after hoving been operating as
part of a department of
languages for many years.

The new Spanish Depart-
ment, with seven faculty
members, offers a complete
4-year ilanguage program,
from beginning course,

Spanish and Latin American
novel, theatre, poetry, and
civilization.

Regardless of a student's
field of specialization, he can
take enough Spanish to just
learn the language, from 2 to 8
terms, 6 credit hours per year,

while specializating in another
field.

Loan remission forms available

The Minister of Youth,
Recreation and Cultural
Resources, the Hon. J.P.
Oveliet issued a reminder to
eligible New Brunswick
students graduating in 1982
that application forms for the
Loan Remission Program are
now available from the Stu-
dent Aid Branch and all New
Brunswick universities. Mr.
Ovellet indicated that it is in-
cumbent wupon eligible
students o request the re-
quired form from the Depart-
ment or Universities.

The loan rebate progrem ap-
plies only to students
graduating with a first
undergraduate degree this
year at a New Brunswick
degree-granting institution or

at an institution outside the
province offering a program
not available in New
Brunswick.

Students enrolled in
undergraduate studies where
a first undergraduate degree
will not be conferred will be
eligible to apply for a rebate
under the program at the com-
pletior of their first four years
of study.

The program applies only to
loan amounts exceeding
$3,000 and is calculated on the
balance of the Canada Student
Loan debt outstanding at the
completion of the first four
years. Maximum assistance
under the Loan Remission Pro-
gram is $2,250.00.

Applications for the rebate

pregram and a transcript of
marks, for each year in atten-
dance at school, must be sub-
mitted no later than December
31, 1982.

Students are advised that it
is their responsibility to com-
plete the application form and
submit the necessary
documents to the Student Aid
Branch before the closing date.

University Librorian Ger-
trude E. Gunn is stepping down
after 23 years service at the
University of New Brunswick.

Dr. Gunn will take an early
retirement starting August 1,
1982, or when a new University
Librarian is appointed.

Dr. Gunn has been with the
UNB library since 1959. She
had a major role in the plann-
ing of the Harriet Irving Library
which opened in 1967 and in
the expansion of the collec-
tions, services and staff. As on
active participant in the work
of the university she has serv-
ed on the Senate and a wide
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range of committees including
the Executive Committee of
the Graduate School.

Within the region she has
chaired the Librarians Council
of the Association of Atlantic
Universities and the New
Brunswick Microfilming Com-
mittee and has served on an
Atlantic Bibliographic Centre
Commitiee.

On the national scene she is
past-president and a director
of the Canadian Association of
Resecrch Libraries Inc. and is
serving her second term as
New Brunswick's represen-
tative on the National Library

Advisory Board. She is a
member of that Board's new
Resource Network Committee.
For the Canadian Library
Association and the 1.0.D.E.
the has been a scholarship ad-
visor.

A native of Moncton she
holds the degrees of bachelor
of arts and master of arts in
history frém UNB, master of

library science from Simmons
College, Boston and doctor of
philosophy in the field of Im-
perial History from the Univer-
sity of London.
