Four Dal Outdoor Club hikers experienced an 80 km/h Bay of 
Fundy wind which blew snow against cliffs upwards during a brave 
outing to Cape Split this past Sunday.

Cape Split is a narrow peninsula of forest projecting off the 
western coast of Nova Scotia in the county of Windsor.

D.O.C. hiker Colin Gallant, who has been to the Split four 
times already, said he was particularly impressed by this visit.

“I don’t know how to describe it — the sheer magnitude of the 
place and the elements was awesome!”
