Auy peracns .so aded tted wlll, of course, be inoiuded in whatever
quota Cemada finally acoepts as itg share in the meeting of the
general prbblam. In taking these immediate steps we mey alsc ensure
that the displaced persons adwitted to Canada are of the type most
likely to make good clilzene of thia country.
