He exhibited that power in
the bealing ef the paralytic man and
when He did this they gloritied God who
gave such power to men, Now a days
Protestants like the Jews of old ask how
can man forgive sins. Christ gave the
power in these words : “Receive ye the
Holy Ghost, whose ¢ins you shall forgive
they are forgiven them and whose ging
you ehall retrin they are retained,” and
a8 the mistion was to last till the end of
time the office still exists. Protestants,
though disbelieving the doctrines of con

feesion through the forgiveness of sins,
yet believe their ministers have power
to remit and forgive original sin through
Baptism.

populstion. The fast growivg friendii

I still cherieh this strong confidence in
the determination of the gre .t Liberal
party to right in Ireland the wrougs of
several centuries.

What, then, hae created the doubt and
the fear which run all through thess open
ing sentences?

Ireland a valued member of the edftorial
siaff of the Kreeman's Journal, Th ugh
full of energy, we always recognized that
he was n man of fragile physique; and it
was well known that members of his
family had died of consumption, and that
he was threatened with the same com

plaint. In 1879 his condition had become
s0 serfous that it appeared as if he could
not long survive, and it was within my
knowledge that not only were there tuber-
cular dep: sits in his lange, bat that he
had actually reached the recond staga of
the disease, and that one lung at least was
ulcerated, He bad all the ordinary
symptoms of rapld consumption, the
backing cough, the expectoration, the
emaciated appearance,the hectic flush.
