It will be remembered that some months ago
Father Allaine of St. Mary's church, St. Cath-
arines, pr.cared tfrom Cardinal lachereau a
relic of St. Anne, tae mother of the Blessed
Virgin,

Tnree weeks ago it was quietly announced
from the altar that a novena of special devo-
tion to St. Anne would begin on October xth.
On that day Dean Harris preached a very in
structive sermon on the use of relics, and on
St. Anne. During the time of the exercises,
special sermons were preachel by Father Sul
livan of Thorold, on the Rosary:; Father
O'Malley ot St. Catharines, on relic : Father
McEntee on the Holy Communin; Father
James of the Carmelite Order, on the
Invocation of Saints and the veneration of St.
Anne. On Monday, Oct, 15th, Kather Coty of
Hamilton, Secretary of His Lordship, Bishop
Dowling, delivered an eloquent discourses on
the life and virtues of St. Joseph, and on Tues-
day, the 16th, at the close ot the novena, Mgr,
McEvay of Hamilton, gave a desceription of the
home of St. Anne and the Blessed Virgin,
Wwhich was not only highly editying, but full of
interest and information.

The novena had been opened in the quletest
way possible, but a3 the exercises progressed
the throngs became too great for the capacity
of the church and hundreds were unable to ob-
tain admission. The church was so filled that
the advance of the congregation to the altar
became impossible and Father Allaine was ob-
lized to facilitate the veneration of the relic by
conveying it along the aisles.

Many there were who went In the hope of
being relieved of physical infirmities, and at
the close several lrul{ remarkable cases came
under observation. The great success of the
novena, however, was observed in the almost
unprecedented numbers who approached the
holy sacraments of penance and Kucharist

MR, THOMAS HEWITT, MONTREAL.

The late Thomas Hewitt, who departed
this life on the 2nd ult., at the ripe old age
of ninety-four, was a native of Birr, King's
county, Ireland, was brought up in the city
of Limerick, where he received a classica
and musical education ; he came to Montreal
in 1831, where his services were soon reco-
nized by the Government and clergy. At the
request of the Rev. Father Phelan, after-
wards Bishop of Kingston, who was then
Irish parish priest, he organized, taught
and hus‘ the choir ot the old Recollect Church,
which stood at the corner of Notre Dame
and St, Helen streets, where the Berlin
House now stands, He afterwards for many
years assisted the St. Patrick’s choir ; he was
a Government employee for over forty years,
receiving his last appointment as paymaster
of the Department of Public Works, in April,
1843, which position he honorably held until
his superannuation, in April, 1872, since
which time he has been a confirmed in alid,
bearing his seclusion and sufferings with
great patience and tortitude,

He was a warm friend of the late Rev.
Father Dowd, who held a high opinion of his
Judgment and practical management in
church affairs; his name, as secretary,
| appears on the books of the first temperance
society founded in Montreal, which position
| he held until his duties as paymaster obliged

him to absent himself from the city ; but he
still kept up his connection with the suciety,
giving his strongest assistance and advice
to the members, most of whom have been
called home before him., He peacefully
breathed his last on Tuesday, 2ud ult., forti-
fied by all the sacraments of the Church of
which he was a devout member for so many
years, and surrounded by his childven-—four
sons and two daughters, S ‘mpathizing
with the family of the decease& gentleman,

every morning, noon and night, were they
but exemplified in cur daily lives it would be
a hapn?' solution of the vexed questions which
are today agitating the minds of thought-
ful and earnest men.  Still, reciting these
divine words, how little we realize their
meauing in our actions! Let each one
of us examine his lite and see if he is
truly striving to do the will of our Heavenly
Father, just as we know the angels and
saints do in heaven, Alas! I fear it is often
a sad failure, *‘This is the will of God, your
sanctification.” How is the will of God to be
accomplished ? By bending our will to that
of our Heavenly Father, very man who
wants to rise to the higher life must put
before himself the Divine Ideal, Be
truthful and just and kind and char-
itable, In short, perform in this
life, in 80 far as our poor human nature can,
all the virtues that Jesus practiced while in
this world. The truths which we must learn
are the truths which Jesus taught — those

aily life. ** Be ye perfect as your Heavenly
Father is perfect.” Purity of life is what
the Christian should practice above all else,
Where is that purity to be found ? Take up
the newspapers and what do we read ? Re.
rts of divorces, suicides and mur-
ers. Christ established His Church
to go out into the world and teach the people
to be pure and noble and good. E)o
our daily lives exemplify this teaching ?
Alas! Itear not. The man who has no re-
gard for purity is certainly not doing the
will of God, for only the ** pure of heart shall
see God.” There is another virtue which
does much towards making the kingdom of
God here below, and thatis mercy. It was
mercy that caused Jesus to f;ave His
heavenly home to be born in a rude stable, of
poor and humble parents, teaching us a
lesson to be kind and considerate to the poor
and needy. Jesus should be our model, We
are bound to give to the poor and needy,
Even if we have only a little we should be
careful to give to those who are less
fortunate. This ix  divine charity.
Whatever we do, even unto the least, at the
great accounting day we will be rewarded as
though we did it to Jesus. * I was hungry
and ye gave Me to eat, thirsty and ye gave
Me to drink, in prison and ye visited Me,
Enter now into the joys of thy Lord.”
