THE SMELTING INDUSTRY.

The smelting industry in this country
is equally important as the mining in-
dustry. This is because the ores, with
very slight exception are refactory in
character and require one or other of the
methods of fire reduction. It is essen-
tial, therefore, that the smelting indus-
try be fostered, aided and protected by
all that the government can do for it,
because on its success depends as much
of the future of mining in this prov-
ince as on any other one thing. The
location of the Canadian Smelting Works
at Trail is one of the great elements of
the success of mining in this division.
Their closeness, which makes a short
down hill haul the only necessity for
the ore reaching the works, is a great
tactor in cheapening the cost of trans-
portation, which is reduced to the min-
imum. The liberal policy pursued by
the company operating the works, gives
the miners of this section advantages
that are enjoyed by but few of their
brothers in any other part of the
world. The policy of the management
isnot intended to make the smelting
works = source of great profit, but rather
to build up the mining industry of this
section €0 that it may reach its fullest
dimensions. Of course, it is not entirely
the good of the country that actuates
the owners of the smelter in doing this.
The same owners operate a system of
railways, and the calculation is that
with the upbuilding of the country and
the natural consequent increase in popu-
lation that they will naturally derive a
large profit from the transportation of
freight and passengers,even if they make

pothing in smelting.

The effects of the marked reduction in
the cost of smelting are frequently man-
ifested in this camp. Every few days
work is resumed on some property which
was shut down many months since be-
cause the ore was of such a low grade
that under the freight and treatment
rates that prevailed a year or two since,
it could not be mined and reduced
at a profit. The ore, perhaps, runs from
$12 to $16 per ton. Now, however, with
the cheapening of the cost of freight
and treatment these low grade mines
can be operated at a profit. This has
caused a general revival of the operation
of low grade mines, that could not pos-
sibly be operated were it not for the
liberal policy adopted. The effects of
this policy will be far reaching on the
present and future of the camp, as it will
enable the mine owner to market mil-
lions of dollars worth of ore that was
valueless when the higher freight and
smelting charges were in vogue. JIndeed,
it will mark a new era of presperity in
the affairs of the Trail Creek division,
the value of which can scarcely be
measured.

The benefits are not confined to this
division, but will extend all over the
Kootenays and other sections will, so to
speak, blossom and bloom under the
effects of the liberal and beneficent pol-
icy inaugurated. The lead stack willere
long be put in operation and the silver-
lead miners, will have another matter of
congratulation besides the rapidly ad-
vancing price of silver and the proposed
opening of the Indian mints.

In the matter of locating ®melters in
proximity to mines the Trail Creek div-
ision is not the only one that is favored
in this respect, for it is the intention to
locate smelters in the Boundary and
other sections on sites as close to where
the ore is produced as possible, with due
régard to economical operation.

With a great corporation, actuated by
such a liberal and progressive policy,
with the prospect of still greater reduc-
tion in the cost of smelting when the
coal from the Orow’s Nest Pass region is
brought to West Kootenay, with the
promised increase in the output of ore
here and elsewhere, the outlook is that
the mining industry in the Kootenays is
to be given an opportunity to rise to its
full height and become not only the
great industry of the Province, but also
of the Dominion. It will be so great
that the people of Canada will, as the
Israelites under Moses of old did, bow
down and worship our golden calf, our
idol in silver and our giant in copper.
They will not be false idols, either.

In order that the readers of THE
Mixer may have a conception of the
large amount of money that has been
gpent at Trail by the Canadian Smelting
Works, and of the wonderful results
accomplished there, a description of the
works in extenso will be found in an-
other column. '

THE SILVER-LEAD INDUSTRY.

With such a combination confronting
the Russian policy of selfishness it looks
as though that country will have to
moderate her demands or receive a
gsound drubbing similar to that which
has just been administered to Spain.
Great Britain can do this without the
help of the United States, provided the
other powers did not get in and assist
Russia. In such a case the help of the
United States might be welcome.

A LIBERAL POLIOCY.

It is evident that the C. P. R. infends
to adopt a most liberal policy toward the
miners of Kootenay in affording them
facilities for the cheap smelting and
transportation of their ores. Itis stated
by an authoritative source that \ﬁ]e C.
P. R. intends to erect and maintain
smelters, besides the one at Trail, in
East Kootenay and in the Boundary
country. From this it will be seen it is
not animated by a desire to secure the
longest possible haul for the highest
rate on ores. If this were the case it
would mass great reduction works at
gome central point in the Kootenays
and compel miners all over the district
to pay tribute to it in the shape of big
prices for long hauls from the more re-
mote points. It is its policy to place
smelters as close to the places where ore
is produced as is consistent with cheap
smelting. For instance, a smelter must
be convenient to a constant and ade-
quate supply of water, must be located
where fuel can be easily hauled to it,
and be close to where there are deposits
of lime for fluxing purposes. These are
among the essentials.

It may be said that the C.P.R. will do
this because it fears competstion. This
is not true because it would be, impossi-
ble for a small corporaaions to compete
with the railway company with its im-
mense capital and its. great railway be-

hind it. One of the heavy costs of a

smelter is the sums that are paid for the
hauling of fuel and fluxes. The C. PR,
can do this sort of hauling for the bare

cost. .
It is evident from the fact that the C.

P. R. is building a lead stack at Trail
that one of its endeavors will be to re-
duce the silver-lead ores of this section.
No small corporation has ever been
able to do this successfully. The lead
trust of the United States has so far
heen able to so manipulate the import
duties on lead that it has stifled
all efforts in this direction that
have been made. It is the boast of the
United States lead trust that it has more
capital at its command than the OC.P.R.
It is evident, however, that the C. P. R.
has determined to take up the cudgels
in favor of the people of Canada, and to
try the effect of a little competition with
this powerful American trust. If the

should natarally follow than an endeavor
will be made to establish factories where
the products of lead such as lead paints,
etc., can be turned out. Under
the protectfng care of the big Canadian
railway company this can be done, and
it will be done. It seems certain that
the C. P. R. will be able to defeat the
American lead trust, at least so far as
Oanadian territory is concerned.
