HIGH-CLASS PRINTING 
COURIER JOB DEPT.

Ottawa, Dec. 6—Events on the Can- 
adian front last week are dealt with 
in the weekly report of the general 
representative to the Minister of Mil­
itia to-day. It reads as follows— 

“General Hughes, Ottawa—
“During the week of November 26th 

to December third, the general situa­
tion on the Canadian front underwent 
no material change weather being un­
settled and variable. Frost and light 
snow falls at the commencement of 
the period was followed by warm 
weather and heavy rain storms to­
wards its close. The enemy displayed 
great activity in aerial reconnaissance, 
throughout the period. On several oc­
casions his aeroplanes have directed 
artillery fire against our position un­
til driven off by the airmen and the 
fire of our anti-aircraft guns. The 
enemy has been busily employed re­
pairing damage to his wire and tren­
ches, caused by our bombardment of 
November 24th. On numerous occas­
ions his working parties have been in 
terfered with or dispersed by the fire 
of our artillery and machine guns. 
Small parties of the enemy have ex­
posed themselves with unusual fre­
quency during this period, probably 
owing to the wet condition of their 
communicating trenches and our snip­
ers and machine gunners have taken 
full advantage of the situation.

“Weather conditions have afford­
ed an opportunity for increased ac­
tivity by our patrols, suspected enemy 
listening posts have been visited and 
bombed and much useful information 
brought in by patrols.
