It is due our -boys that they be 
taught while in school that employ­
ers are becoming constantly more 
and more careful in the selection of 
employees, and that a young man 
who drinks intoxicating liquors or 
has been in the habit of drinking 
only occasionally and moderately, 
has little chance of securing a desir­
able position in business.

Brewers are becoming as careful in 
this respect in the selection of em­
ployees as are other business men. 
The knowledge that their business 
future depends as much on their tem­
perate habits as upon their intelli­
gence is therefore of the most import­
ance to all boys.

The Swdish Government has com­
menced to weed out railway engineers 
and firemen vwho are too fond of 
liquor. The Government has stopped 
the sale of wine and porter where 
soldiers are stationed, and beer shal! 
be sold only at meal times, and for 
immediate consumption. Just 
ceiftly 2,000 Swedish soldiers sent in 
a petition to the authorities for the 
complete prohibition of the sale ot 
liquor in their army canteens.

To-day Sweden may justly be said 
to be in the advance guard of the pro­
hibition movement. Out of her 2,460 
parishes .only 400 have failed to fin­
ally abolish the spirit license.

Norway has likewise made a most 
laudable record along temperance 
lines.
