“There are good cows and Inferior

cows in all breeds, and the value of &
herd must elways depend largely upon
the owner's selecting the right indj
viduals in any given breed. A first
consideration is yleld of milk and but-
terfat; second, conformation of type
and third, pedigree. The only infal-
lible guide In the selection of cows
is the actual butter record. The
smount of butter from & cow is by
no means solely determined by the
quantity of inflk she gives. It depends
as much on the richness as it does on
the quantity of milk, With heifers
and dry cows judgment as to their
value must largely be based upon
conformation and pedigree,

Dairy temperament iz indicated by
& spare, acguilar form, large, brigit
expressive eyes far apart, a large,
stralght, prominent backbone and an
active disposition as opposed to slug-
gishness. The spare, angular form
indicates the absence of any disposi
tion to lay on fat, and the large back-

It is comumonly supposed that cata
and some other animals are gifted
in"a way that énables them to sce
in perfectly dark places where it is
impossible for the human eye to dis
cern pnything, This I8 only partly
true, however. In a really dark room
& cat can see no more than a human
being. In somidarkness, though, a
eat can see more, because of a dis
tinctive diffesence in thelr eye for
mation.

The eye of a normal person auto-
matically udjusts itself, in the enlarg:
ing and contracting of the pupll, to
make it possible to see distinctly in
different degrees of light.

When we go from a darkened room
out into & bright sunlight the eyes
blink and squin® until t.e pupils have
contracted sufficiently to meccommo-
date the eyes to the quantity of lght,
And in going from the bright light
into a darkened room we cannot see
clearly until the pupils have expanled
to take in all the light possible,

« The advantage that cats and some
animals have is that the pupils of
thelr oyes are much larger and can
expayd #o a8 to take in more Mght

may seem quite dark to human being
there may be more light than can be
taken in by the oyes of the animals,
and this accounts for the superior gift
with which they are credited. In an
absolutely dark room the cat or any
other animal has no sdvantage,

With the average milk producer the
cheapest and most watisfactory way
of bullding up & dairy herd is to select
kood ordinary cows and breed these
to & firstelaws pure-bred sire, Where
this s done the selection of a sire
I8 & matter of far greater moment
than the selection of a cow, becaisy
where non-pedigree cows wre hred Lo
& pure-bred sire the calves will take
on more of the charscteristics of the
bull then of the cows. The chief
merit’ of the sire (s determined by
the butter-producing capacity of his
mother, his sire's mother and so on
down the line, Unless & bull {8 de-
scended from good milkers he need
not be expected to produce good milk-
ore,
