GENERAL NEWS.

—Lord Raleigh has made a flash­
light triumph. He photographed the 
breaking up of a soap bubble, a process 
which occupied between the two-hun­
dredth and three-hundredth part of a 
Second.

—A bill has been introduced in the 
Florida Legislature to make it a pun­
ishable offense fur any school in that 
State, either public or private, to allow 
white and colored pupils to be educated 
together.

—A project is on foot in Philadel­
phia to utilize street railways for cariy- 
ing freight as well as passengers. The 
plan proposed is a combination of the 
express business and the parcel deliv­
ery.

—At tho last sitting of the French 
Academy of Sciences the announcement 
was made of the discovery of a serum 
capable of curing cancers and cancerous 
tumors. The system of cultivating the 
vaccine is the same us that adopted for 
diphtheria serum.

—The city cf Carlisle, England, has 
its sewers ventilated by their attach­
ment to thirty tall factory chimneys, 
which, of course, create a strong up­
draught, besides heating and destroying 
disease, germs in tho effluvia carried up.

- When the cable between Scotland 
and the Isle of Mull broke recently com­
munication was kept up without a wire 
by induction. The distance is two miles, 
and the telegraph line along the island 
coast was paralleled on the mainland.

—The great fire last week which almost 
destroyed the city of St Albans, Vt., 
was started in a peculiar way. A young 
woman was heating a curling iron over a 
kerosene lamp; the iron struck the lamp, 
which exploded and spread flames until 
the city was nearly all laid in ashes.

— A vibrating helmet for the cure ef 
nervous headaches has been devised by 
a French physician. It is constructed 
of strips of steel, put in vibration by a 
small electric motor, which makes 600 
turns a minute. The sensation, which is 
described as not unpleasant, produces 
drowsiness; the patient falls asleep un: 
der its influence and awakes to fjnd that 
tho pain bad ceased.

- The Alt jrney-General of Quebec is 
about entering criminal proceedings 
against two farmers of that province. 
One borrowed $100 from the other 
with which to purchase green goods, 
both to share the profits. They receiv­
ed bath bricks and now one is suing the 
other for the return of the borrowed 
money.

With the craze for crêpons come cré­
pon prints. They are exceedingly 
pretty, and from a distance of several 
feet have every .appearance of silk. 
The crimps are not woven into the print 
but are put in by an ent irely new chemical 
process. They are not expensive, cost­
ing only about 50 per cent, more than 
the ordinary wide cloth prints. John 
Mcdonald & Co. recently received two 
shipments, and yet now have compara­
tively few pieces left. They are shown 
in a variety of patterns.

Duck editing, as every one knows 
was all the rage làst summer. They 
are stiff and not ,so comfortable ns the 
prints, delaines or muslins, but withal 
for outing wear, for lounging on the 
sands or boating, they are perhaps 
unequalled by any other dress goods 
material. Originally an American idea 
and the product of American factories, 
they have been taken up by English 
manufacturers, and Toronto houses this 
year are pushing the English goods with 
vigor. There is not likely to be the 
same demand for plain colors this sea- 
son-aa last, spots and figures have ap­
parently displaced these.

In 1716, the King of France entered 
a protest with the British Government, 
that more than 200 boats and sloops 
from New England were fishing along 
tho shores of Cape Breton. The British 
government did not take muçh^notice of 
these representations and tho French' 
government put armed cruisers on the 
waters to drive off the unwelcome 
visitors. Louisburg was their port of 
rendevous and where they took their 
prizes. The French government also 
attached a soverign importance to that 
port, which they had fortified. It was 
the only port they possessed on the At* 
lantic which protected at the same time 
her fisheries, her commerce and which 
commanded the approach to the St. 
Lawrence, It was noted as a large and 
safe harbor, open nearly all the year 
and situated on the east coast. It is 
amply protected from storms by two 
promontories on the side of the sea. 
Well situated for commerce by sea, it is 
surrounded by marshes and sterile land, 
unprofitable to cultivate. /

The town of Louisburg was built up­
on a point called Rochfort which pro­
jected south east from the shore, The 
fortifications had been constructed after 
Vauban’s system and had cost France 
more than 20 millions of livres during 
29 years previously.

One of the New Englanders who had 
suffered considerable losses by the cap­
ture of his vessels was a rich merchant 
named William Vaughan, native of 
Portsmouth. It is said he had never 
been able to pronouuce the name of 
Louisburg without venting his feelings 
by a few lurid words seggestive of brim* 
stone. lie was a man of rank; his 
father had been a Lieutenant Governor 
of New Hampshire and had educated 
him at Harvard. The son had estab­
lished a largo fishing and lumbering 
business at Damanicotta in Maine. He 
was an active, enterprising and audac­
ious man, possessing the most liberal 
faith in his own re sources and power. 
He was a Colonel of the Colonial 
Militia.

The idea of destroying Louisburg, 
is said to have first orginated with Vaug­
han, who imparted his views to William 
Shirley, the royal governor of Massa­
chusetts.

Vaughan’s plan was to capture it in 
winter.

Shirley was an English lawyer and 
arrived in America in 1731, and in 10 
yei.rs made himself the chief magistrate 
of the Province, by his energy, ambi­
tion and talents. His name has always 
been hateful to the French, because of 
hia connection afterwards with Winslow 
and Lawrence with the forcible removal 
of the Acadians from Acadia. He was 
not a model public man and he over­
estimated his own military talents, the 
result of which lie was relegated finally 
to inferior posts of command.

Oh 9th January 1745, the members 
of the assembly of Massachusetts re­
ceived a message from the governor in­
viting them to a secret session to discuss 
matters of great importance. Gtc^twas 
their astonishment when he proposed 
to reduce the fortress of Louisburg by 
Colonial Militia without the aid of the 
Mother Country, and they refused to 
entertain his proposals. The merchants 
of Boston and other sea port towns had 
suffered by the French confiscations 
and they cordially backed Slur* 
ley by petitions, until finally he 
carried the project in the assembly by a 
majority of one. From that prepara­
tions went forward. The people were 
stirred up by appeals to their patriotism 
as well ns to thoir pockets. Enthusiasm 
in the work grew amongst all classes 
and seized on the preachers, many of 
whom inheriting a hatred to Roman 
Catholicism, inveighed against the 
Bibylou of the north. The whole 
seven provinces were invited to co­
operate, but only Connecticut, Rhode 
Island and New Hampshire responded. 
Massachusetts furnished 3,000 men and 
the other provinces 1,000 men. Shirley 
shewed much judgment in liis selection 
of a commander, namely William Pep* 
perell of K ittery, Maine. Pepperell 
was a rich m erchunt and filled all sorts 
of public offices with success, and was a 
Colonel of Militia.

Not a little ridicule was heaped upon 
a great militarypproject, which had a 
lawyer to design it, a shop keeper for 
general and farmers and fiahermen for 
soldiers. Even Franklin had his joke 
at the expense of Shirley and Pepperell; 
he wroce, certain people imagine it is 
as easy to chow up a fortress as it is 
easy to chew a tig of tobacco. While 
the expedition had all the elements of 
disaster, it also possessed all those of

The commandant at Louisburg at 
this time was Louis Dupuit DuCham 
bon, a man of some ability and bravery 
— he had by his services won the cross 
of St. Louis—but he was too feeble and 
undecided a nature to command in the 
great scenes of w hich Louisburg was to 
be the theatre. Besides he had the 
misfortune to have for commissary of­
ficer, Bigot, who afterwards became 
forever infamous for bis vest pecula­
tions at Quebec. The g*rrisen was com

posed in part of Swiss, who had been 
for some time in a state of ferment. 
The soldiers were not only dissatisfied 
with thoir rations, but were bitterly op­
posed to working in the defences with­
out extra pay. On 27th December they 
had openly refused to obey orders. 
They had been appeased, bub the of­
ficers had but little confidence in them. 
Under these circumstances, but little 
was done during the winter to strength­
en the fortifications and make adequate 
preparations for .the enemy.

On the morning of 14th March the 
sentinels on the ramparts saw on the 
distant waters the white sails of two 
vessels, which after vainly attempting 
to brest the fields of ice towards Louis- 
berg disappeared towards the East. 
These were the skirmishers of the Colo­
nial fleet, wliieli itself arrived at 
Canso in April without accident, wait­
ing there three weeks till the coast 
was free from ice, a time usefully em­
ployed in drilling the raw levies. In 
the meantime the fleet of Admiral War­
ren arrived from the Antilles. -His 
vessels were a large frigate of 60 guns 
and two other# of 40.

On 8th May, many sails were signall­
ed on the horizon, and before night the 
fleet had arrived and anchored at Gab- 
arus ; Bay, On 11th, 96 vessels and 
transports were ranged from La Cormor- 
avdiere to Pointe Blanche. Duchambon 
has been criticized for not making effec. 
live efforts to prevent a landing, instead 
of detailing 100 men under the com­
mand of M. de Morpain and M. <ly 
Mezillac. A feint was made at landing 
at Flat Point during which a landing 
was found at Freshwater Cove or L>t 
Cormorandiere further west, though 
opposed by a handful of French. This 
was the same place where Wolfe armed 
with his walking stick effected a landing 
eleven years later and carried the French 
position at the point of the bayonet. 
After a fusillade in which a number of 
French were killed and taken prisoners, 
the others fled towards the town. The 
next two days, the colonials took pos­
session iti force of the wooded heights 
commanding the town on the west and 
within a mile of the grand battery, 
which was an earthwork of considerable 
strength, mounted a good number of 
guns of heavy calibre, and was capable 
of resisting assaults until after regular 
siege approaches.

Col. Vaughan hati gone with a strong 
detachment to burn some stores and 
other buildings near this battery and on 
returning observed there was no sign of 
life about it and no flag was floating. 
He hired an Indian from Massachusetts 
with a bottle of brandy to go to it. The 
latter feigning to be drunk, approached, 
descended into ijhe fosse and looked 
Llirough the embrasure. A moment 
after he appeared on top of the en­
trenchment making signs of joy—the 
battery had been abandoned 1 Vaughan 
ran then with the 40 men of his party 
and took possession. Some boats man­
ned by 20 soldiers from the town were 
upon the point of landing to remove 
some munitions, and Vaughans party 
fired on them and drove them away. 
This unexpected success inspired the in­
vaders with renewed courage i.r«d en­
thusiasm.

What induced Duchamboii to abandon 
so important a post is and will ever 
remain a mystery, though Capl. Thierry 
represented he could not hold it with 
a force of only 200 men. The aband­
onment was made so precipitately that 
the guns were not spiked. The guns 
were turned against the other French 
works and the work of shelling tho town 
was commenced.

Pepperell selected for his camp 
range of heights, between which ran 
stream emptying into the harbor east of 
Pointe Plata about three quarters of a 
league west of the town. JHe made this 
his port of debarkation, where he land­
ed his material of war.

Pepperell and his militia officers pos­
sessed none of the technique of war, 
especially military engineering, which 
work was taken in hand by Warren’s 
officers and engineers, who directed the 
siege operations.

On 14th May, the English engineOrs 
gained a height north of the town called 
Green Hill, from which they obtained a 
bird’s eye view o( the town the fortifica­
tions and the harbor. The streets were 
regular and laid out at right angles to 
the main street. Excepting the public 
buildings, the edifices were of a very 
modest appearance.

The fortified enclosure partially hid 
by the alight declivity of the glacier, 
formed a prominence upon the plain. 
This west side was the only one access­
ible to a land force. The ramparts ran 
nearly in a right line from tho sea-shore 
to the harbor. It w as protected by a 
largo ditch and flanked by four bastions. 
The westerly one, called that of the 
Dauphin, later that of the King or the 
citadel, and then the bastion of the 
Queen and the Princess towards the sea. 
Before the glacier extended soft land, 
covered with furze, moss and bushes, 
with here and there ponds of water, 
which rendered advance from there 
difficult. On 13th Msy. a battery waa 1 
planted on Green Hill, in the same 
spot where General Amherst placed one 
11 years later The next day, it com­
menced throwing shot at the west of 
the King’s battery. Later two others 
placed more easterly commenced euti- 
leling the line of the ramparts and the 
fo*.'6. Then the projectiles rained up­
on the devoted city. The bombard­

ment was ensrgetically replied to by tho 
city batteries. The citizens as well 
as the soldiers begged that "sorties be 
made which was ' seconded by Bigot, 
but these movements were toe . feebly 
made to be effective. Oil 18th, Pepper- 
ell sent a summons to Duchambon to 
surrender. . The latter replied ko had 
*0 other answer than from the cannon 
mouth. .

The bosefigers were favored by fo£s * 
which concealed this operations, which 
enabled them to make entrenchments 
with safety and plant, new batteries. One 
of them of 7 pieces, erected in front tf 
the King’s battery was unmasked on 
19th. Duchambon declared it to ba 
the moat dangerous of all. Projectiles 
from 3 2, 18 and 24 pounders were 
thrown without ceasing upon the walls, 
the casements and enfiladed the whole ' 
town; no one was safe either in the 
houses or streets.

Duchambon planted a battery on tiro 
parapet which finally dismounted the op­
posing battery. He1 also masked tho 
gate to a height of 18 feet with fascines 
and earth, a trench having then been 
made. During this time, the women 

ildren were placed in the case* 
houses became deserted, 

early allied been partly destroyed by 
xplosiona.
On 30th May, a large war ship, carryr 

ing the French flag was signalled maks 
ing towards the port.' The battery ou 
the Island at the .entrance had engaged 
the invaders to tavor her ec-trance. 
With a strong north east wind, she was 
able to get in the harbor before tho 
enemy’s fleet could intercept her. It 
was the “Vigilant," 64 guns, manned 
by 560 men and commanded by die 
Marquis of Maisonfort with munitions 
and provisions for Louisburg. She was 
sailing along in full sight of the towns 
people, when suddenly her course was 
changed to attack an English vessel in 
command of Capt. Rous. Rous retreat­
ed for shelter amongst the English fleet 
and Maisonfort was soon engaged in 
a life and death struggle with a seven 
English frigates. The result was easy 
to fore tell. He fought with extreme 
bravery, but after having 80 men ki! led 
or wounded he yielded and the people 
of the town the French acceunt says 
next day saw the ship of their hope and 
deliverance in the midst of the fleet 
carrying the English flag. The English 
account is different. It says:

—Quebec Province gives a bonus of a 
cent a pound on butter which its dairy­
men, make and export. The Commis­
sioner of Agriculture for that Province, 
and some other gentlemen, interviewed 
Hon Mr Angers, at Ottawa. They ask» 
ed that the appropriation of $20,000 to 
stimulate exportation of butter be ap­
plied first to the provision of suitable co d 
storage on cars, in stations and on steam­
ship wharves.

— The Bridgetown Cheese and Butter 
Company, have applied for incorporation, 
stock is to be $2,000.

—The cheese factory in Springfield 
Kings Co began work on 27th May, 
and made a very favorable start, tlroi-e 
being something.over 1800 pounds of 
milk to begin with.

—P. E. Islanders are now considering 
the project of a central creamery at Char­
lottetown, for the manufacture of butter 
in winter. Supt. Dillon, advocates tho 
scheme, which it is proposed to have co­
operative. Prof Robinson, tho domin­
ion dairy cimmisiioier, is expjctel in 
Charlottetown in June, and the subject 
will then be more fully discussed.
