The Fret*bets mul the Bridges.
The chief commissioner of public works 

in conversation with a Globe reporter said 
that although the floods did much damage 
to the highway bridges throughout the pro­
vince, the loss will not be so heayy as was 
at first supposed. At Edmundston the 
Green River bridge, so called, was carried 
away or damaged to the extent of $600. 
About two thirds of Nerepia bridge, which 
is 2,400 feet in length, floated away and the 
estimated cost of repairs is $5,000. The 
Upsalquitch bridge in Restigouche Co., with 
the exception of the abutments, is all gone. 
This bridge was built about two years ago 
and cost $2,500. Perry's Point bridge sus­
tained tha loss of one span. About $1600 
will be required to make good the damage 
done to it. At South Bay the loss will be 
about $200. Besides the bridges above 
named there are a number of smaller ones 
in the counties of Kings and Queens, but as 
there has not yet been any inspection made 
of them, it is impossible as yet to estimate 
the extent of the damage. A member from 
King’s county says that between $15,000 
and $20,000 will be required to restore the 
bridges swept away.

THE JUBILEE IN A NEW BOLE.

A Rllawltetle Clergy man Create* * Sen­
sation While the Reporter* Gel Left.
The Telegraph published a short para­

graph yesterday calling attention to the fact 
that Rev. Father Davenport, the day before, 
addressed his hearers at the Mission church, 
Portland, on the subject of the Queen's jubi­
lee. The clergyman stated that, under the 
civil law, a distinguished ritualistic clergy­
man is now undergoing imprisonment in 
England because of his adherence to church 
laws and usages. Under these circum­
stances, Father Davenport thought, the 
proper observance of the Queen's jubilee 
would be as a day of humiliation and prayer. 
The presentation of these views, the Tele­
graph goes on to say, caused so much dis­
cussion, both among and outside the con­
gregation that at the evening service Father 
Davenport read a written statement In 
which his ideas were more fully «et forth. 
By the advice of the trustees of the church, 
the press was refused a copy of the paper. 
Father Davenport was waited upon by Tele­
graph and Globe reporters but positively 
declined to be interviewed or even to define 
his position in the premises. He said if the 
statements which he had made, however, 
led to controversy, he would be prepared 
to repeat and defend his words.

In answer to a reporter he said the im­
prisonment referred to was that of Rev. J. 
Bell Cox. The circumstances of the arrest 
was detailed a few weeks ago in the des­
patches. Mr. Cox was vicar of St. Margaret's 
Episcopal church, Prince's Road, Liverpool, 
god on the 8th of the present month was 
placed in prison for practising ritualistic 
attitudes and forms. His term of imprison­
ment is to last until he confesses bis error to 
the archbishop, and promises not to be ritu-
