LIVERPOOL.
Farnworth & Jardine’s wood circular
for the last month states of the English
importations : ‘Of N. B, spruce there
has been an import of 2,372 ctandards
against 2,551 standards in the correspond-
ing month last year, and dcliveries have
been fairly satisfactory. Stocks are
maderate, and although thete iz no
change in value to report, sales are now
more difficult to effect for forward
delivery.

THE KIND OF ROAD IT IS8.

THAT 18 TO BE PALMED OoFF ON I'HE
GOVERNMENT.

MoxTREAL, April 13.—In order to
ascertain what kind of 8 road interested
parties are trying to palm off on the
gevernment to form a part of the L. C.
R. and which Prewier Laurier appears
ready to accept, private partics seot a
first-class engineer, who walked from
one end to the other of the Drummond
county railway and has made his report.
He was iustructed to be impartial, yet
the sixty miles of line turns out to be
a deplorable piece of work, running
through the tarren country and swamps,
of a wretched grade, a good part of
which will have to be rebuilt if brought
up to the T. C. R. standard. - Every-
thing in fact is of the cheapest kind
and not by any means up to a colouiza-
tion road. The Drummond county road
is owned by wealthy Quebec friends of
Mr. Laurier and it is thought they hoped
by selling the line to the government
to recoup themselves for contributions to
the grit election fund. Aa order in
council taking over the road was passed
in September last but not made public
and it is doubtful in view ot the expo-
sure that has been made and the oppcsi-
tion developed if the government dare
attempt to carry -the scheme through
parliament.

This is ca:rying on the gro-
gramme already referred to in this cor-
respondence of delaying the Tariff until
after the Nova Scotia elections, and also
uutil after the Government has consulted
with its followers in the House. It is
noticeable that there are such very
serious differences in the party that it is
cousidered dangercus to hold a caucus
until it can be arranged that there shall
not bea free fight. So far as can be
learned the Tariff will have very little
free trade in it and the principle of pro-
tection will be well maintained. This
has caused quite a split in the cabinet,
and it is very openly stated that Sir
Richard Cartwright will not remain in
the Cabinet very much longer. As to
where he will go there are two stories,
One is that he will go to Australia on a
visit with the possibility of remaining
there as High Commissioner for Canada.
The other story is that he will succeed
Sir Dcnald Smith as High Commissioner
in London immediately after the Jubilee
ceremonies, in which it is desired that
Sir Donald should participate..

He
has not even been allowed to play second
fiddle. In fact he ie almost entirely out
of the orchestra and it is not at all likely
that he wili take his seat in the House
again after this Session,
DISSENTIONS IN_THE CABINET.

Mr. Laurier’s ‘Sunny Ways of Peace’
uppear to be getting more and more
cloudy every day, and rumors of serious
dissentions in the Cabinet are rife.

Not
long ago he reeked his vengeance on a
son of the late Hon. John Norquay, who
held a petty position under the Depart-
ment of the Interior by dismissing him,
and was very much put out when forced
by kis colleagues in Council to reinstate
him. Mr. Sifton is very dogmatic aund
dictatorial and is not proving a happy
factor in the Iiberal menagerie. A miore
immediate or more troublesome cause of
dissention, however, than the School
question is that of the Crow’s Nest Pass
Railway, and so serious has the split on
this question become that’it is now said
the Government will not briug the
watter up in Parliament at all this
Seesicn, but allow matters to dnft along
until next year. Meanwhile, the Cana-
dian Puacific Railway i3 quietly going on
building the road. Mr. Tarte is said
to be the most troublesome factor in the
Crow’s Nest Pass embroglio. That ver-
satile little gentleman, after abusing the
Canadian Pacific Railway in Opposition,
has become its wost pronounced champion
now that he is in office, and is not only
favoring the building of the Crow’s Nest
Pass Railway but insists upon the grant-
ing of a very big subsidy to that Com-
pany. Sir Richard Cartwright and Mr.
Mulock are said to be the strong oppo
nents of the Canadian Pacific Railway,
while Mr. Laurier is unable to decide
between the two factions and simply lete
matters drift in the hope that something
will turn up to get him out of his
difficulties. The kick of Mr. McInnes
last week was more serious than appear-
ed on the surface, for he not only
represents four cf the British Columbia
Members, but it is understood there are
twelve Ontario Liberals behind him who
are prepared to vote against the Govern-
ment if the proposal is made to subsidize
the Canadian Pacific Railway for build-
ing the Crow's Nest Pass Railway.
Under these circumstances, it is not
surprising that the rumor that the Gov-
ermunent will take no action this Session
is generally believed.

SHORTENING THE SESSION.

When Mr. Fielding announced on
Monday that he would deliver his
Budget Speec q‘an the Thursday after
Easter on the iation of the Committee
to go into Waysianid Means, Mr. Laurier
immediately follotved with a motion that
the Budget be made the first order of the
day for Thursday and the debate coatin-
ued from day to day until the whole
matter was concluded. IL is notat all
likely that the Tariff can be dispgsed of,
even under these circumstances, in less
than two or three weeks, and with the
Estimates to be gotten through with
there 18 very good ground for the belief
which is now current, that practically all
the business to be done this session will
be to pass the Taviff. = Mr. Laurier almost
as much as admitted on Monday that it
was not seriously intended to pass the
Franchise Act, and wich that out of the
way it will not be surprising it all the
business of the House was closed up
early in Juve so that prorogation wmay
take place before Mr. Laurier leaves for
Eogland. There are some small bills
which will, of course, go through, but it
is net likely that either the Superanpua-
tion or Civil Service Amendment Bills
will be seriously pressed if they meet
with strong opposition, which it is cer-
tain they will.

WILL LAURIER RESIGN ?

There has been & rumor afloat for
sometime past that there will be an
entire reconstruction of Cabinet before
the year runs out. Sir Oliver Mowabt
has introduced in the Scnate the Bill
which was introduced in the Commone
in 1894 by Sir John Thompson, but not
passed, providing for tbe forced Super-
aonuation of Judges of the Supreme
Court who are over 70 years of age,
Walile this is undoubtedly aimed at Mr.
Justice Gwynne, itis also said that it
will affect Sir Heury Strong, and that
Judge Taschereau’s resiguation, which
has been tilked of auy time the last two
years on accovut of his health, either
has been or shortly will be offered to the
Government. The rumor gees that
Judge Taschereau’s resignation will
make a vacancy for a French Judge, and
that vacancy will be filled by the appoint-
ment of Mr, Laurier, who will take the
Chief Justiceship to be vacated by Sir
Herry Stroag. Sir Henry, it is said,
will go to England about June to be
sworn of the Privy Council and take his
seat on the Judicial Committee. It is
believed that he will not return, but will
reside permanently in England and will
be paid by the Dominion Government a
salary equivalent to what he is now
receiving as Chief Justice. I may say
that this idea of Canada paying the
salaty of u representative cn the Judicial
Committee of the Privy Council was
entertained by both Sir John Macdonald
anl Sir John Tnompson some seven
years ago, when it was first proposed
that Canada, Australia ani South Africa
should be represented on the Judicial
Committee. As to Mr. Laurier's retive-
ment it is said that heis sick and tiréd
of the sjuabbling and dissension going on
in the Cabinet and will e glad to wash
bis haunds of the whole business and
retite. to an houorable and dignified
position where he will feel less hesitane
about accepting the honors which will
undoubtedly be conferred on him in con-

nection with the Jubilee celebration than

he would if he remained as a Leader of a

political party which has always affected
