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THE CORONER'S JURY AND THE 
HACKETT CASE.

Thb Montreal Herald is moved to what 
appears to be a very just sense of indigna­
tion at the impotent conclusion in the 
Hacxett case reached by the Coroner’s 
jury presided over by Coroner Jones, 
and the somewhat abrupt closing of the 
investigation while important testimony 
was yet unheard by the jury. Our con 
temporary goes so far as to say : “ That
“ the Coroner expected more evidence, 
“ and that of an important kind, admits 
“of no doubt, and we shall perhaps 
“ learn in the course of the investigation 
‘ ‘ that must necessarily follow the peti- 
“ tion to the Government instituted yes- 
“ terday, what his reasons were for so 
“ suddenly bringing the enquiry to a 
“ close.” There is a serions charge im­
plied in this sentence. It was quite open 
to the general public to suppose that the 
investigation before the Coroner had been 
closed in the belief that the evidence 
had been exhausted, and that the im­
portant testimony subsequently given 
was unknown at the time. The Herald 
more than suggests that this was not the 
case ; and if it is right the public should 
be made acquainted with the facts. 
Fortunately, as ôur contemporary ob­
serves, 1 ‘ perhaps in thb case no very 
“ great harm has accrued, as the clue to 
“ the dbcovery of the offenders has been 
“ taken up before another tribunal.” 
The matter will receive more attention

It b scarcely worth while to notice so 
feeble and puerile a hyper-oriticiam as 
thb, but inasmuch as the Premier thinks 
it a point worthy of repeating in Parlia­
ment and on the platform, we desire to 
say that he hss made a worse blun­
der than he ascribes to Dr. Tttppbb by 
speaking of Dowling as the name of iron 
works. There are no such works In the 
United Kingdom—Dowlaib being the 
name intended, and that used by Dr. 
Tvppeb. In connection with thb matter 
we beg to call the Premier’s attention to 
page 14 of the Steel Rail returns, unless, 
indeed, he declines to renew hb 
jriefs by turning over its painful 
eaves. There he will find a letter

CLAD TO HEAR IT.
Thf, Ottawa Free Press comes to the res­

cue of that truly good and noble man 
Sheriff McKellab, who it was reported 
in wicked Conservative jouroab was at 
Ottawa to bid on section 27 of the Wel­
land canal. It would be surprising, says 
his apologbt, if after the attacks made on 
the most eminent members of the judiciary, 
a retired politician like the saintly Archi­
bald were left alone by the Opposition 
joumab. We were not aware that any 
attacks had been made on eminent mem­
bers of the judiciary, the only case 
in which we remember the names of any 
two judges being coupled being when, in 
an article containing much friendly ad­
monition and not a few compliments to 
hb ability, we remarked that if it were 
becoming for Vice-Chancellor Blake to 
take an active part in a controversy con­
ducted on public platforms, it was equally 
open to hb associate Vice-Chancellor, 
Mr. Pboudfoot, to take the other side. 
In the course of discussion on the Dun- 
kin Act, bitter recrimination has marked 
more than one of the meetings. We do 
not think that Mr. Blake’s slanging 
match with an alleged tavern-keeper was 
an edifying spectacle. If the alleged 
tavern-keeper had then been able to re­
tort on Mr. Blake by reference to the 
since discovered illegal judicial spree 
indulged in by him in the County of Grey, 
the spectacle would have been less 
edifying. If the retort were made by Mr. 
Pboudfoot arguing against the Dunkin 
Act, we think an unpleasantness would be 
the result that could hardly ameliorate 
the adminbtration of justice at Osgoode 
Hall, or improve the entente cordiale that 
should mark the relations of brethren on 
the bench. Mr. Blake does not agree 
with us ; he seldom agrees with anybody. 
He has telegraphed that if in Toronto he 
would certainly have been present at 
another meeting held for the discussion 
of the Dunkin Act. We rather pity s 
gentleman of hb sensitive cuticle if the 
‘1 alleged tavernkeeper ” meets him again 
at an ipen meeting on the temperance 
question. We advbe him to do what hb 
brother, the ursa major of the family, has 
not infrequently done, and decline to face 
an uncomfortable quandary. That we 
believe is the whole extent of our attack 
upon the judiciary, and the sum and sub­
stance of our offending. But to have 
printed thb innocent telegram about poor 
MuKellar, and now to have its truth

mcerning Russian atrocities, which 
throw those in Bulgaria altogether into 
the shade. The Bulgarian Christians are 
employed aa the agents of thb Russian 
murder policy. As soon as the advanced 
troops of the Czar occupy any dbtriet the 
Slavonic peasant* are let loose against 
such of the Mussulman population 
have trusted that thb war was one of 
civilization. From every direction fugi­
tives pour in to points of refuge, bringing 
with them heartrending tales of the 
■laughter of unarmed men, women, and 
even little children. The Russbn sol­
diers outrage the Moslem wives and 
maidens, and then leave them to be 
butchered in their shame and agony by 
the Bulgarian hinds. At the Village of 
Beshpunar Endre the Mussulmans who 
were captured in the fields and houses 
were killed one after the other like sheep, 
and the women were dragged from their 
apartments and outraged. At Tehaioli, 
in the Raagrad dbtriet, two hundred refu­
gees from Sistova were overtaken by the 
Cossacks, and every one killed with lance, 
pbtol, or club. At Karatchovmak ten 
carts, containing refugees flying from 
Amoglou, were stopped on the road, and 
the hapless families which they contained 
all butchered. At Arnoglou itself eleven 
women and ten children were most hor­
ribly murdered. A fugitive from Unt 
Deetant reports that the whole population 
of that place has been killed by the Bul­
garians while the Russians held the out­
lets. At Ostantchou and Kostova, about 
four hours from Rustchuk, a similar ex­
termination of the Mussulmans was or­
dered, and thirty-five children, many of 
them babes, were left among the dead 
amid the ruins. At Kestan and Selvan, 
in the Tirnova region, the Russians took 
Bulgarians along with them in the chase 
of Turkish fugitives trying to escape 
from Salvi and Dobnitsa, and having 
come up with the unfortunate creatures 
near Khayn, the pursuers surrounded 
and put them to death—young and old, 
male and female—with the mort horrible 
circumstances of barbarity. These are all 
instances of deliberate and wholesale 
massacre which are quite beyond doubt 
Wherever a Russian column halts, the 
officer in command, if the Mussulmans 
are not already killed or escaped, estab- 
lbhes a drum-head court martial which 
permits the accused to enter no defence 
at all. The men of the place are then 
accused, in a batch, of complicity in the 
events of the autumn, and evidence b 
forthwith called for. The Bulgarians 
stand round and point out one by one 
the pretended culprits. If a Moslem 
has had had a quarrel . with a Christian, 
or lent him money, or in any way caused 
him some grudge, the Bulgarian con­
cerned steps forward and ooolly swears 
hb enemy’s life away ; upon which the 
court cries “ Guilty,” and the Mussul­
man b dragged outside the ring and shot

or stabbed. When thb farce grows too 
tedious a general cry b raised that all the 
prisoners were concerned, and the brutal 
president gives them aU over to the Cos­
sacks and Bulgarians, while the cavalry 
rides on to exterminate more victims.

The fortune of war having turned, the 
Russians will now probably reap the 
fruits of their slaughter policy. Savage 
and bloodthirsty at best, the Turkish 
soldiery will wreak a frightful retribu- 
sion upon the Russians now fleeing to 
the Balkans. As a civilizer the Musco­
vite appears to be a failure.

BIGOTRY.
Some well-meaning fanatics of St. 

Thomas, Port Stanley, and London have 
remonstrated with Mr. Broughton, the 
General Manager of the Great Western 
railway, for running an excursion train 
from London to the L#ke on Sunday. 
Mr. Broughton has defended himself 
•gainst any charge of impropriety in let­
ters which have received the very general 
approval of respectable people in the j 
places most concerned. It wee left 
for the Globe in an article of Satur­
day last, to accuse the Railway 
Company of breaking the law by run­
ning the train in question. Most clearly 
and dogmatically our contemporary, 
aMuming the role of a lawyer, lays down 
wnat he asserts b the law. It would 
have been better if the writer had first 
justified his position by referring to the 
Statute, which specially excepts from 
works unlawful to be done on Sunday 
the conveyance of tnvellers by land or 
water. Opinions have widely differed 
for generations past on the observance of 
the Lord’s Day, the Sabbath, the seventh 
day, Sunday, or call it what you like.
It b a day cm which by common con­
sent persons of nearly all creeds rest from 
their usual labours, and all attempts to 
break down the institution have failed, 
and it b safe to say always will fail 
The human body b not made of cast-iron, 
and wants the allotted day of rest. Thb 
apart from all religious considerations. 
The most free-thinking materialists have 
been brought to acknowledge only by ex­
periment what, luckily for the world at 
large, the great mass of civilized man­
kind accepte as a sacred obligation, indis­
putable and essential. The degree 
to which the few must work

order that, while the majority
rest, the affairs of the world need 
not come to an absolute break-down it 
b for our rulers to decide. When men 
work on Sunday they either claim extn 
remuneration or make the next day 
their day of physical rest. By universal 
consent some things go on alike on Sun­
days and week days. Ocean steamers 
continue their course, and the firemen 
•hovel coal into the furnaces exactly as 
on other days. The trains running be­
tween New York and California pursue 
the even tenor of their way, engine 
drivers, stokers, and brakemen plying 
their respective duties with un­
abated zeal If there was anything 
absolutely wrong in thus studying the 
convenience of numbers, we presume 
some endeavour would be made to stop 
these two flagrant violations of the Sab­
bath. That no attempt b made to do so, 
proves that the observance of Sunday is 
not an absolute and exact principle. It b 
subject to degree. Gentlemen who write 
glibly in the newspapers about Christian 
observance of the Sunday have 
surely never been in Paris—a 
Christian city—on the Sunday when the 
race for the Grand Prix b run at 
Longchamps. They interpret the word 
Christian by the narrow view of the 
sect which they happen to profess. The 
majority of people in thb Province are 
avesse to the French method of spending 
Sunday, and they have a perfect right to 
impose on the minority a quieter, if not 
aHrays a more GoD-aeeking method of 
passing the day. But w6 would merely 
point out that the differences to be found 
in different Christian countries should go 
to inculcate tolerance. It will always be 
thought by the grflht mass of the 
people that more or leas Sunday b a holi­
day. They make it so : though none the 
lees they go to church twice, and send 
their children to Sunday School The 
rational relaxation of the masses b minis­
tered to by railways, which carry tired 
artisans and their families for an occa­
sional excursion from a heated dusty city 
to country fields or a quiet lake shore.
We fail to see in thb anything very mon­
strous, very unchrbtianlike, or likely 
to subvert the morals of the 
Canadian people. At the same time it 
must be admitted that such trains are not 

much wanted in the broad Pro­
vince of Ontario as in the crowded 
cfcutres of old England. We know of 
course that there b some tinge of 
superstition about nearly all observances ; 
and there ia a great deal of it 

the treatment of thb Sunday 
question. We know many devout 
people who think it no harm to read 
a sensational novel indoors on Sun­
day, but would recoil in horror from the 
man who proposed to play cricket out of 
doors. Very many people aee no harm 
in driving on Sunday, but, as a friend of 
ours once observed, “ only a cad rides on 
“ a Sunday.” A book might be filled 
with the inconsistencies that mark 
the average Christian gentleman’s observ­
ance of the day at the present time.
We claim that Canada b about the most 
well regulated country in the world in re­
spect of Sunday observance, as she cer­
tainly b better supplied than any other 
in proportion to her numbers with build­
ings for the celebration of Sunday ser­
vices. There b, however, just a chance 
that if the cords are drawn a trifle too 

çht they may cease to be a barrier, 
ith one section of the community in 

arms to make poor men temperate by law, 
and now another determined to 
crush out the very first symptoms 
of an endeavour to relax the rigour of a 
Scotch Sabbath, zeal may drift into 
bigotry, and the poor man may rise in 
hb might, and refusing to be legblated 
into a vessel of sanctity, may make a 
very undesirable bid for freedom of ac­
tion. Running as it did only from Lon­
don to Lake Erie, the anathematized 
train died of inanition, and long before the 
Globe's brutum fulmen was hurled against 
the Manager of the Great Western, an 
advertisement had appeared discon­
tinuing the train because it did 
not pay. The question, therefore, 
whether a Sunday excursion train b con­
sistent with the general honesty, com­
mercial probity, ami religious feeling of 
_______ ______lis__ _____-7L-our average citizen remains to be settled 
on some future occasion. Mr. Brough­
ton’s replies to hb assailants prove him 
perfectly competent to discuss the ques­
tion in all its phases, and are couched 
in terms almost more courteous than hb 
correspondent’s intolerance deserved.

A CRITICAL SITUATION.
Everything seems to have gone wrong 

with the Russians since the terrible disas­
ter of Plevna. A Bucharest despatch 
says there are great dissensions at the 
Russian headquarters. The Czar b eager 
to return to Moscow, and to resign the 
conduct of the war to the Grand Duke 
Nicholas. The latter assert* that the 
failures of the army are due to making 
the war a political instead of a military 
one ; the meaning of which must be that 
the theatre of war has been pitched too 
far east, and also that the Roumanians 
and Servians have not been allowed to 
take part in it, for fear of offending Aus­
tria. Roumanb being virtually in mili­
tary possession of the Russians, it b not 
likely that any despatch unfavourable to 
the Czar would be permitted to be sent 
thence, except it were first toned down to 
a pitch below rather than above the 
truth.

From the same point comes another 
despatch, which, if true, b of most 
ominous import to the Russians ; and 
news unduly favourable to the Turks b 
not likely to come from Bucharest. 
Ahmed Eyoub and Mbhbmet Ali have 
united and penetrated to within twenty 
miles of Biela, which b the headquarters 
of the Czarevitch. A week ago we had 
from Russian sources the report that 
the latter had utterly routed 
Ahmed Eyoub near Rustchuk, tak­
ing 7,000 prisoners, but, so far 
from this being the osee, the 
Utter he* heen edranemg weetwird, while 
there hie been no Ruiiisn force to pre- 
rent MlHixrr Au edrincing northward 
to join him. West of Biele U the ermy 
of Osman Pasha, ânshed with the greit 
rictory of Pleenl, mid no donbt eeger to 
advance form a junction with that ot 
Mehbmet Am. Should that manœuvre 
be accomplbhed, the Russian forces to 
the northward of the point of junction 
may escape across the Danube ; but those

to the south of it will be cut off from all 
retreat.

From a Turkish source—Adrianople— 
comes the news that Suleiman Pasha 
has carried the Haven pass and taken 
Kasanlik. Thb b a town on the southern 
slope of the Balkans, lying about due 
south from Sistova. Should thb news 
prove true, then the situation b a perilous 
one indeed for the Russians. If they 
are now driven back across the Danube, 
all the new legions the Czar can raise 
at once will scarcely enable them to 
make another invasion thb season. It 
begins to appear as if the Turks were 
fighting under the direction of better 
strategists than the Russians have on 
their side. Mehemet Am is said to be a 
German, under the disguise of a Turkbh 
name, and Blum Pasha, commander of 
Varna, and Raschid Pasha, Chief of the 
Artillery, are Germans. Klapka, a Hun­
garian general of repute, b military coun­
sellor and adviser to Mehbmet Ali, 
though not in actual command. Unless 
the Russians can face about quickly, with 
strength enough to win a great battle, the 
year’s campaign will be virtually over 
the new levies can arrive o* the

be raised
Ontario being perpetually at the mercy 
of a committee, many ef whom are semi- 
educated men.

TEACHERS' ANNUAL CONVEN­
TION.

As stated in a former issue of 
The Mail, the annual Convention of the 
Teachers’ Association will be held in the 
Examination Hall of the Normal School 
buildings of this city next Tuesday, 
Aug. 14, and will continue in session 
three days. Although the importance of 
these annual meetings cannot be over­
estimated, the amount of interest taken 
in them even by the profession has hard­
ly been commensurate with the résulte 
they have actually accomplbhed, or the 
influence they might wield. Those mem­
bers who have been identified with the 
Association for many years justly claim 
that almost all the improvements that 
have been introduced into our school sys­
tem have been adopted at the instance of 
the Convention. The necessity for effi­
cient school inspection by men who have 
served in the ranks, for uniform examina­
tions by a Central Committee, for text
book revision, and for the simplification 
of programmes, has from time to time 
oeen brought prominently before the 
public and the educational authorities of 
the Province. It b well known that 
these changes have been introduced only 
after repeated efforts on the part of the 
teachers, and, if the profession consult 
their own interest, the knowledge of the 
fact that they have been powerful in the 
past should act as an additional incentive 
to further exertion. At no time has 
there exbtod a greater necessity for 
united action than at present. Our school 
system b by no means perfect ; the ten­
dency towards complete centralization of 
educational power b becoming yearly 
more apparent ; and, as the interests of 
the Central Committee may be sometimes 
at variance with those of education, a 
free expression of opinion on the part of 
the masters b not only commendable 
but urgently required. The public do 
not need to be told that a body consbting 
of men whose position places them at a 
disadvantage for forming a correct esti­
mate of the ever-changing condition of 
the internal life of our schoob, and for 
observing or anticipating the effects of 
the regulations which have been so plen­
tiful of late, does not possess that infalli­
bility of judgment which would justify 
us in accepting its opinions at the valua­
tion of its members. No matter how 
conscientious and zealous the members of 
such a committee may be, they are de­
barred from that intimate knowledge of 
the working of the school system which 
only the teacher in actual employ­
ment can be supposed to pos- 

Besides, it b a truism that 
every obgarchy tends to degenerate 
into a tyranny, and, as true liberality can 
be expected only from men of liberal cul­
ture, it is perhaps too much to expect it 
from the majority of that nondescript 
creation. It is true that the Minbter of 
Education b responsible to the country 
for their actions when they receive hb 
endorsement, but it b well known that 
there are many matters of deep impor­
tance to the profession which might not 
be fully appreciated by the Local Legb- 
lature—matters of detail which could 
hardly be made the subject of a Parlia­
mentary discussion. Indeed, an appeal 
to the House on even an important sub­
ject has before thb proved ineffectual ; 
and we have reason to believe that, if a 
departmental official made up hb mind 
that it would suit his book to*take a hand 
in a political contest or to identify him­
self with the dominant Party, it might be 
difficult to convince tbe Minbterial fol­
lowing of the impropriety of his conduct. 
Indeed, we shall probably be treated 
next session to the edifying spectacle of 
a defence of the appointment to the 
Inspectorship of Model Schools of a man 
whose main qualification b hie political 
subserviency. It is, therefore, important 
that the public should become acquainted 
at first-hand with the views of onr educa- 
tionbts, and that the teaching body, who 
have as yet no representatives on the 
Committee, should take advantage of the 
Convention to state what they deem best 
suited to the interests of the Province.

One of the subjects for discussion at 
thb year’s Convention mb “ Training 
“Schoob for Teachers,’* and no doubt 
under thb caption we shall have a state­
ment of the views of the members on the 
recent action of the Department in re­
ference to these institutions. It 
is a matter of deep regret that so few of 
our teachere have received a professional 
training, and while it b to be hoped that 
the steps being taken for their improve­
ment may succeed, there can be no doubt 
that the present scheme will require to 
be greatly modified before it can accom­
plish its purpose. To thb end the Con­
vention can conduce in no small degree, 
and those experts who have considered 
the subject and whose experience and 
professional skill entitle their opinions to 
weight should prove themselves equal to 
the occasion. It is certainly more ad­
visable to begin well than to have to con­
tinue the system of perpetual change that 
has characterized the past. “ The Rela­

tion of the High and Public School 
Programmes ” is also to be discussed ; 

and we shall be much surprised if the 
recently amended Programmes themselves 
do not come in for a share of attention. 
There b no use in the educational 
authorities imagining that the problem of 
the relation of our High and Public 
Schools has been definitely settled. The 
merest tyro can see that the subject b in 
almost the same condition as it was some 
years ago, and except that the standard of 
the promotionexamination to High Schoob 
has been raised, no material change has 
been effected. Institute lessons on 
mathematical teaching and on object 
lessons—subject* more of professional 
than public interest—will be given in the 
Public School section of the Association. 
It b to be hoped that an improved con­
dition of our Normal Schools and efficient 
County Model Schools will render such 
discussions unnecessary hereafter. In 
the Inspectors’ section, report forms and 
regbters and school inspection will be 
brought up for dbcusaion. The Univer­
sity curriculum, about which there has 
been a good deal of controversy, will be 
taken up, and the intermediate examina­
tions, which, although the subject of 
animated debate last year, have lost non3 
of their interest, will again be considered 
by the High School masters. Of all the 
subject* none b of more importance than 
these examinations. They are evidently 
only the precursors of a more extended 
application of the written test of a 
school’s efficiency, and now that the 
effects of thb adaptation of the scheme 
for payment by results have been observed 
for over a year by those who have the 
beet opportunity to form an unbiassed 
opinion of its operation, their views will 
be regarded with no ordinary interest.

Another subject which would naturally 
suggest itself in connection with these 
and teachers’ examinations is the com- 
poeition of the Examining Board. 
It has been enunebted aa a prin­
ciple by prominent educationbts, 
and, we believe, generally conceded, that 
one means of checking the evib resulting 
from the written examination b to have 
frequent changes of examiners. .This 
idea b acted upon by most examining 
bodies, and the necessity for its adoption 
in the case of these examinations will be 
seen when we consider that they affect 
all our High Schoob. Some glimmering 
notion of thb kind seems to have dawned 
on the minds of Mr. Crooks’ advbers, 
but the advantages of a system that 
allows only interchanges amongst a few 
are more than doubtful. There b really 
no inherent necessity for the Minbters’ 
Advisory Council being also the examin-

plied ; and whan we ooosM* the
tious vapouring of the Central 
and their culpable and aggravating carebaa- 
nesa in the matter of the proof-reading of 
examination papers, the conviction b 
forced on us that, if lees were attempted, 
or the constitution remodelled, the 
success achieved would be greater even 
under exbting circumstances. We are 
prepared to be told by the promoters of 
these changes that educational progress 
during their incumbency has been some­
thing wonderful ; bet we should feel 
better satisfied if these assertion» were 
made by the teachers of the Province. 
Thb meeting of the Convention will, wa 
believe, be one of the meet important 
that have yet taken place, and we hope 
that there will be a full tern out of all 
classes of the profession. The teachers 
should not forget that, as matters stand, 
the Provincial Association b the bulwark 
of their rights, and that a judicious ex­
pression of opinion on the educational

âuestions of the day will have a weight 
ist even the Central Committee cannot 
afford to ignore.

THE PENNSYLVANIA COAL 
MINERS.

Thb great railway strike in the United 
States b almost at an end, but there "1s 
still serious trouble in the mining regions 
of Pennsylvania. Thb b really nothing 
new there, for strikes in the coal regions 
have been frequent of late years, and it 
has been more than suspected that the 
coal companies actually favoured them, 

a convenient means of ac­
counting to the public for the 
high price of coal, when It was 
high. These regions, too, were the scene 
of outrages and murders by the “ Molly 

‘ Maguires," for which ten men were re­
cently hung. What b to be observed at 
present b that the railway men’s strike 
had the effect of at once provoking a 
rising of the coal miners, whose griev­
ances are indeed far more serious ana lees 
easy to deal with than thoee of the 
former. A strike of workmen of any oc­
cupation, happening in Pennaylvania, b 
like a spark falling on inflammable ma­
terial ; and among the miners the excite­
ment spreads like wildfire. They are 
ready for it at any moment, and with 
them the organization for taking the op­
portunity b never wanting. Strikes, and 
gigantic ones too, are not unknown among 
coal miners in England and Scotland, but' 
there the strikers do not resort either to 
murder or wholesale destruction of pro­
perty ; and the question as to what makes 
the difference seems to demand an

A special correspondent of the New 
York Times sends from Scranton a re­
port on the condition of the coal miners 
in that dbtriet, which if true shows that 
the companies are largely to blame for 
the present ‘1 terrible condition of affairs," 
as it b truly called. Murderers, whether 
they call themselves “ Molly Maguires ” 
or any other name, must be punished, 
but their being guilty does not prove the 
employers blameless. “ We may as well 
“ starve as try and work longer for wages 
“ that are not sufficient to keep body and 
“ soul decently together,” was what a 
miner said to the Times' correspondent, at 
a place near to where the Delaware, 
Lackawanna, and Western Company has 
sunk its eighteen or more great shafts. 
At present wages $25 a month b all that 
(.he best miners can make, with the beet 
chances of work that are to be had, but 
$18 b about the average, and that for 
men with families to support. If work 
were to be obtained the week through, 
enough to live upon, but with no chance of 
saving anything against a rainy day, might 
be earned. But, from causes over which 
the miners, at all events, have no control, 
the work b very irregular, and to make 
half-time b considered a fortunate aver­
age. Out of the small monthly earnings 
above mentioned take the moderate aver­
age of $4 for rent and $1 for coal, and 
there remains from $3.50 to $6.00 with 
which to purchase food and clothing for a 
family. But all b not yet told. The 
company has its store, where the miners 
must buy their supplies at company 
prices. Nominally some companies leave 
the workmen free to buy where they 
please, but practically the men know 
that he who buys elsewhere than at the 
company’s store will soon find himself 
out of work. In these stores everything 
that the miners dare think of buying b 
kept, so as to cut off all excuse for going 
elsewhere. One man, working for the 
Lackawanna Coal and Iron Company, said 
that formerly the men used to resort to 
the plea of funerab as the reason for 
their requiring cash, and what followed 1 
Why, an undertaker was added to the 
store establbhment, and the funeral plea 
was effectually cut off ! Where there are 
only two or three in a family, and when 
work b constant, $25 or $27 can be 
earned per month, and there will be at 
least enough to eat, though of the 
coarsest fare. But when the miner’s 
earnings come up only to the average, 
which the Times' correspondent says b 
about $18, and when the family b more 
numerous, then there b want indeed.

Bnt how has thb state of things come 
about 1 it will be asked. The correspon­
dent says, in thb way, giving the opera­
tions of one Company as an instance. 
Ihe Delaware, Lackawanna, and Western 
railroad some years ago, by the purchase 
at high prices of lands in the valley, ob­
tained control of the vast tracts of coal 
lands which they now own and operate. 
At great expense they sunk shaft after 
shaft all over the tract, the cost of sink­
ing these shafts varying from $300,000 to 
$500,000 each. To operate these mines 
they gathered together large numbers 
of miners—Webh, Germans, and Irish— 
offering inducements for the purchase of 
little homesteads, to be paid for by instal­
ments. The plan answered while times 
were “ flush,” but since the hard times 
came the poor people are losing their 
cottages and gardens, and all that they 
have paid on them besides. A tele­
graphic despatch says that the destitu­
tion now prevailing among the miners b 
by the companies charged to over-popula­
tion, there being more people in the min­
ing districts than there b work for. 
But if what the Times' correspondent says 
be true, the companies are directly re­
sponsible for having invited and induced 
the settlement in their territories of an 
excessive population, with what we may 
almost call the demoniac design of ren­
dering labour so super-abundant as to 
insure the misery of the labourer. In 
January, 1875, wages were reduced 10 
per cent., and in September, 1876, an­
other 10 per cent Remonstrances were 
in vain. To the miners’ committee, who 
went to the officers of the road to aak for 
a reconsideration, suggesting that the 
price of coal warranted the granting of 
their request, the reply was : “ The 
‘ ‘ market for coal b none of your busi- 
“ ness, we shall regulate wages by the

break the camel’s back.

a cab he would send for her at Well's bridge. 
In obedience to thie she went to the place 
of appointment on Thnrsday evening, 26th 
alt., and there met a cab in which was thi 
man Lowes, who appears to have been a tool 
of Siurdy’e and the cab driver. Low* asked 
her if she was the lady they were to meet, 
xnd sbe replied she supposed so. On her en 
tering the csb it was driven off. At the 
corner of Devonshire and Wellington streets 
;he driver got down and left the cab in 
charge of Low*. * After driving a few hun­
dred yards farther the cab stopped and Sturdy 
and his daughter got in. Uptotimstime Miss 
Carr never suspected that there w* anything 
wrong, but that she w* being taken to her 
father.

•tilling her ecreams with a handkerchief, 
and after getting clear of the town by way 
of the York Road, they tried to compel her 
to drink some liquid out of » bottle. This

but tbe bottle wsa broken by the struggle, 

mil* from the town Sturdy’» son met 
with a carriage, into which she was 

transferred and driven to Hamilton, Sturdy 
>n one occasion using threats of murder. 
She wm taken to a house in that city, where 
she w* kept all night And now comes the 
meat horrible part of even this most horrible 
story. On Fnday morning Sturdy entered 
Vliae Carr’s room, and, patting his arms 
around her, kissed her, and, on her trying 
to go to the window, threw her on the bed 
ind outraged her person. The poor girl 
'ainted while he was accomplishing his bru­
tal purpose. On her regaining oonscionsnesi 
he importuned her to marry him, and on her 
refusal he again violated her. The witness 
here became so exhausted she could not go 
on, and the Court had to be adjourned from 
two o’clock till three.

On the Court r*uming, Mi* Carr said she 
continued to answer in the negative to his 
solicitations to marry him. Sturdy then 
proposed that she should live with him * 
his mistress This she refused. She en­
treated him to take her home, bnt he told 
her he would never leave her, that bis plane 
were well laid, and he generally accomplish­
ed what he tried. He demanded whether 
?he would tell all when she got to Guelph, 
and on her saying she would, he declared 
with a terribly earnest look that he would 
not be sent to the penitentiary for her. He 
again threatened bloodshed. Mi* Carr wm, 
she says, in dresd of her life st this In 
order to make her feel herself utterly and 
hopelessly in his power he told her that no 
one outside at his family and Low*, who 
were all bound by a terrible oath to keep 
his secret, knew of her whereabouts, and 
that her abduction hod been long contem­
plated and carefully planned. Daring either 
the Friday night or the Saturday morning he 
again outraged her person. From the time 
of her abduction till Saturday morning she 
had notkiag to eat and then only a biscuit 
soaked in wine wm given her. On Friday 
night Sturdy's dtughter appears to hsve re­
turned to Guelph st the fathers command to 
obtain information as to the movements of 
Mr. Gow and Mi* Carr’s other friends, 
and to obtain funds During Friday 
light Sturdy compelled Mies Carr to 

promise on oath to marry him. At one time 
he promised not to insist on living with her 
after they were married. On the return of 
the daughter on Saturday, Sturdy appears 
to have lost ro time in having the marriage 
performed. Miss Carr went to the minister's 
icsidence in terror of her life. She says she 
never answered any of the questions put to 
her during the ceremony, except m to her 
age and name. Her reason for not appeal­
ing to the clergyman for protection was the 
fe*r that Sturdy in his rage would kill her 
on the spot. She appears to have thought 
that if she did not respond to the qa*tions 
the marriage would not be legal On re­
turning to the house she again Mked to be 
taken to Guelph. He wanted her to go to 
England or Philadelphia, but she refused. 
Sturdy then having occasion to go to Dun- 
das to get a money letter which his daugh­
ter had arranged should be sent there to 
the fictitious name of “ Chari* Brown,” 
took Miss Carr with him. Finding there 
was no hope of escepz for her in his present 
inood, she tried to please him, hoping to 
either lull his suspicions to rest or to 
molifv him. The daughter got on the train 
at Dundas, and Sturdy took his victim back 
to Hamilton. He kept her in the house all 
Sunday, but towards evening he said he 
wanted her to go to a country hotel for tea. 
She agreed in pursuance of her plan to try 
to pleMe him. He repeatedly urged her to 
agree to live with him as his wife, ssying 
that she would have a child, and telling her 
to think of the position she and it would be 
placed in. It was while he wm gone for the 
carriage to take her to the country hotel 
that he woe arrested, and Mr. Gow found 
her at the house. It wm not, however, till 
she was repeatedly assured that he wm 
safe in custody that she dared to tell her 
ancle the horrible story of her treatnent.

In giving her evidence Mi* Carr ^ 
evidently labouring under great pain and 
fatigue. Sturdy and the other prisoners 
were in Court and tried to look indifferent. 
Low* and yonng Sturdy frequently spoke to. 
each other and smiled. Mr. A. EL Mac­
Donald, who along with Mr. Dunbar appear­
ed for the defence, cross-examined Mi* Carr, 
but failed to shake her evidence. At the 
close of the taking of Mim Carr’s testimony 
Mr. Dunbar, on behalf of the defence, en­
tered the objection that her evidence should 
not be accepted, on the ground of marriage. 
Mr. Guthne, Q C., showed that the testi- 
raony was * good os any other, the mar­
riage having been forced, and he quoted 
Russell cn Crimea Although the Polios 
Magistrate agreed that the evidence could 
be received, he noted the objection at Mr.

The Alleged Embezzlement Case in 
Hamilton-Single Entry Book­
keeping.
(FVomtÀe Hamilton Spectator, Aug. ind.)
We give elsewhere an account of the pre­

liminary examination of Mr. William Hope, 
charged with embezzlement from the firm of 
Hard & Roberta. Without venturing to ex- 
pre* any opinion upon the qu*tion of the 
guilt or innocence of the accused, it may be 
of interest to give the theory oi the prosecu­
tion divested of the details of the examina­
tion, m it involv* a matter of great im­
portance to every merchant who keeps his 
books by single entry. The firm kept » day 
book, a cash book, and a ledger. From the 
nature of their business—dealing m marble 
and granite—there would os a rale be more 
items to enter on the credit side of the cash 
book than on the debit side ; that is, thev 
would make payments in small sums and 
take receipts in larger ones. The debit 
column wm on one page and the credit 
column on the opposite page. When the 
credit column wm tuti, the amounts of both 
would be sdd-d up and carried forward. 
The common device of drawing a line in red 
ink aero* the blank space below the entri* 
on the debit page wm not adhered to. The 
prosecutors assert that Mr. Hope received 
money in registered letters from debtors, 
which he did not enter at the time and 
under date of ite actual receipt ; that he add­
ed up the columns and carried the amounts 
forward, and afterwards inserted tbe entri* 
on the blank lin* that happened to be left 
in any part of the o*h book. The result 
would be that the column so amended would 
not add, but in the meantime it had been 
passed for several days or weeks, and unless 
a man happened to go back and revise the 
additions a defalcation could not be detect­
ed. Of coarse all amounts would be regu­
larly posted to the ledger, and the accounts 
properly dosed. Had the books been kept 
by double entry, such s trick would be de­
tected when a balance wm struck. The 
Hope case, of coarse, permits of no comment
