St. John, Feb. 13—News of consid­
erable interest came in a letter to an 
officer at military headquarters, which 
stated that the bravery displayed by 
the late Lt.-Col. A.E.G. McKenzie in 
the action in which he met his death 
had been recognized by his brigadier 
by a recommendation for the Victoria 
Cross.
