Eastern Europe Suffer Ter-
nbly From the Cold

The destxtute Jewish children of
fastern. Europe are almost entirely
i withdut Clothing 1o proteet them from
the ravages of the winter, aceording
to-Samuel Charney, a Jewish writer

ind eritic of Vilna, Poland, who has
recently arrived in New York.

“It is-nqt a questidn of their, being
without shoes, or witheut undel wear,

if | or without any one thing,” he report-

ec* “It is a question of their being
Ifogether without clothing to“cover
their nakedness, and to protect fhem
from the cold. There is almost . a to-
tal” Jack of linen, cotton or woolen
‘Iothmg in Eagtern Europe, and _what
there is is sold &f.a prohibitive price.
The. rags that the. poverty-stricken
Jews have worn all through the war
are_falling ‘from them. The“vlothing
problem is almost o greater issue
than ‘the food problem to-day.

“The.-help already‘ given by the
Joint Distribution Committee of Jew-
ish Funds, the Red Cross, and the
Canadian and American Relief Ad-
ministration is all that has kept our
race alive this long in [lastern Eu-
rope. - I was ‘an eye-withess to the.
suffering there and can say that ex-
cept for America they would:all be
dead now, except a very few. Only
Ameriea can keep them alive through
the winter-that confront$ them now.
There is almost no wond in Poland,
even for those who have the money
to buy it, and thousands of refugees
and families whose homes have been
destfroyed are living almost on f{he
street. Almost none of them have
suffieient elothing.”

M. Charney, who was the editor-of
a Jewish paper in Vilna, came to
America with his family by means of
a special ‘passport which was secured
for him by Samuel Gompers and én-
dorsed by such prominent Jews as
Rabbi Stephen S. Wise, Oscar Straus,
sand Nathan Strans.  He was thrown
into prison in Vilna along with many
'othpr prominent Jews of Vilna. Four
days later he was released and went
jwith his wife and two small-children
to' Paris, fmm where he salleﬁ for
Ameuca. :

SIX MILLION JEWS
HAVELITTLE FOOD

Heart-Rending Stories of Suf-
fering and Death Come
From Eastern Europe.

The eang.in which oil was sent to
the destitute Jews of Poland are be-
ing turned*to still another use, ac-
cording to reports. brought back to
the Canadian Jewish War Relief
Committee by relief - workers abroad.

For several months these cans have
been serving in-a number of light-
ning-change capacities, ranging from
chocolate containers' to sheet-iron
Stoves. Now  that- the  epidemfe ‘of
typhus is. such a. menace in Poland,
where there are 100,000 cases, and
throughout Eastern Hurope, the old
caps.serve as portable bath tubs, and
Canadian Jewish relief workers amd
Red Cross nurses are striving.to com-
bat the dread disease with cleanli-
ness. Al through the stricken lands
of Eastern Enrope little Jewish chil-
dren are receiving their daily baths
in- these: old oil ecans:

Conservatien is whittled to a fine
point of necessity in these countries,
where 6,000,000 Jews are at the
point of starvation, and even the dam-
age@ cans are not allowed to"go te
1 waste. They are used to patch holes
in the roofs and walls of the devas-
tated houses. Cold is as much of a’
problem as disease in Eastern Burope-
this, winfer, since the Jewish popi-
lation, almost without exception, is
clad in rags, and the. wretched' places
in which so many of, them.live are
slight prbteetion against the weather.

BLACK TYPRUSIS:
KILLING THOUSANDS

Hundreds Upon Hundreds. of
Children Become Orphans
and Wander Until Over-

come by Starvation.

The tragedy of the wandering. 1it-
tle orphans of Poland and the sorry
efforts of the mothers of that war-
stricken country to care for the home-
less ones, is- an: appealing phase «f
the big heart-breaking story of d-a-
titution that relief workgx‘s bring
back (from abroad.

Thousands of voungsters, mothar-
less and fatherless through the rav-
ages of the “black typhus,” trudge
wearily from village ‘to village over
the desolate country seeking what
food they can. find to /keep life m
their starving bodies. Sometimes
bands of refugees. find the little folks
and take them in charge. Now and
then some almost equally pooi peas-
ant gives them shelter and divides
his small portion of feod. And then,
in the eourse bf a day -or two, the
children ta
so many small gypsies. Once in a
while a woman will mother the-little
travellers and aid. them until starv-
ation overtakes them.

Jacob Bashein, who had been in
charge of a relief unit for the Joint
Distributien Committee, which “hahn-
dles funds cdllected;’by the American
Jewish Relief (,omnmtee and other
Jewish fund-raising relief organiza-
tions, told of these tragic pilgrimages.
