Maine HasaReal Utopia
Benedicts, in Maine, is the Roman 

Catholic Utopia and the dream of 
W. C. T. U. come true. It is ub- 
loidcd Home Rule.

Only 
Catholics live there now, and prob­
ably only Catholics will ever live 
there. It is orimelese, j tilless, poor- 
houseless, free from debt, and ideally 
administered.

In that remote period when B me­
dic! Fenwick was a Bishop in Bjston 
there was some little inebriety in bis 
flock. His remedy was to remove 
the victims of driok miles and days 
away from intoxicating liquors.

Thus Benedicts was started as a 
temperance reformatory.

Moreover there is not a 
poor family in the place and there 
has never been any occasion for the 
es'ablishment of any of the usual in­
stitutions for the poverty stricken 
or peace breakers.

Of the women who work, the 
domestic servant, or "hired help,” as 
she used to be called more democrat! 
cally, is at tbe same time the most 
numerous and the most puzzling.

This is not a time to go into a dis­
cussion of the interminable servant 
question. It is merely possible to 
give a birdseye view of the condition 
of these workers among the women 
who are distinctively employed as 
servants and waitresses. They form 
nearly a quarter of alt tbe wage work, 
ing women of the United States, and 
yet, as every woman knows, tbe de­
mand for servents, both ia the city 
and in the country, is never satisfied 
They come and go from one place to 
another, and are much more unstable 
in this regard than their listers in tbe 
shops and factories.

The number of servants does not 
grow at all relatively with the needs 
of the country. Instead of there 
being a congestion of the supply, 
ia true in every other line of work, 
except during periods of the greatest 
prosperity, the competent woman 
servant is always sure of a place at 
wages which, all things considered, 
are far above anything she would be 
able to earn in any other occupation.

It scarcely needs a personal study 
of the woman at work to discover the 
fact that the domestic servant, go far 
as wages and healthful occupation 
are concerned, is better paid than 
those engaged in anything except the 
preferred professional and office oc­
cupations. A woman servant can 
earn more absolutely without previous 
training than skilled mechanics iu 
many lines cf work. Yet there are 
always plenty of women applying for 
work in the factories and shops, while 
the employers of domestic labor gen­
erally have to go hunting for their 
servants.

It is true, of course, that about 25 
per cent of all the women bread win­
ners are engaged iu what is called 
domestic service. It is equally ap 
parent, however, that tbe number of 
domestic servants in the United States 
does not increase at a'l in proportion 
to the increase in population and in 
the demand for such service. Ioclud 
ing children, the servants and wait­
resses 10 years of age and over io the 
whole of the United States increased 
from 1800 to 1900 only 67,124, which 
is an average of 5^ per cent, whereas 
in other lines of work, particularly in 
the stores, the factories, and the 
offices, the increase of tbe number 
of women employes was infinitely 
greater.

There is no doubt of the fact that 
there is a prejudice among women 
agaiost domestic service. They 
have carried this prejudice to tbe ex­
teat of branching out into other un 
familar occupations, for some of 
which they were more or less unfitted 
Women have gone into the atoms and 
the factories io preference to the do­
mestic service, and have accepted 
gladly much smaller wages because of 
the independence of their employ­
ment.

Almost all domestic service 
based upon a wage system involving 
not only the psymeht for the actual 
service in cash bnt the inclusion as 
well of board and lodging. A com 
peteot waitress readily can secure $5 
a week and her board and lodging in 
a good family. A good cook ranks 
even better. Even in the country 
towns wages of from $3 to 4 a week, 
with board and lodging, are common, 
In the cities, where the demand for 
domeitic service never is satisfied, 
and where most mistresses of houses 
have not time nor inclination to do

They found Cardiff a email fishing 
and market town, end it ie to-day 
the capital city of Wales and one of 
tbe moat important in tbe Empire.

Lord Bute (the yeoond Marquis) 
restricted hie personal expenses to 
build the dock, which cost 35£0,000. 
The Bate Estates were not then pro­
ducing the great revenue of today, 
and he sold land which he possessed 
in the Vale of Glamorgan in order 
to provide money for tbe construc­
tion of tbe dock. He also bought 
properties in tbe Rbondda and Aber- 
dare Valleys underneath which was 
a wealth of minerals, which nobody 
at that time considered of much 
vaine. In this, as in many other 
matters, the Marquis showed won- 
detful foresight.

The third Marquis (happily for 
Cardiff) inherited not only the im­
mense weelth of the House of Bute 
but bis father’s energy, talent, and 
disposition to develop Cardiff.

The present Marquis gives every 
promise of being a worthy successor 
of his ancestors. He is giving bis 
olosbat attention, not only to the de. 
velopment of the Cardiff Docks, but 
also to hie other possessions both 
in Glamorganshire and other parts 
ef the country, He is a young man 
of great ability, and he ie weaving 
himself into the life of the people 
and the development of Cardiff in e 
manner^worthy of the highest tra­
ditions of the Bute family. It may 
here be mentioned that altogether 
£5,600,000 has been expended on 
the Bute Docks.—Glasgow Observer
