Ladies and Gentlemen— .
The 24th of May is an anniversary

'{ observed throughout the :British Em-

pire. Some of our holidays represent
our attachment to our Faith, others
are emblems of our loyalty to the
Royal House, a few represent pure
jollity or general relaxation from the
humdrum reund. of toil. But the 24th
May is_the-amiversary which we have
chosen as a National festival, a day

4 of thanksgiving for the benefits which

we share with 400 millions of other
subjects of the King-Emperor. and of
pride that we too, are members of
no mean state but:are shareholders in
theswonderful British Empire.

We know the 24th of May by two
names, and both haveia grand signi-
ficance. One is Victoria Day and the
other is Empire Day. The duty fell
to me in the Transvaal of preparing
a law 1o register® public holidays. And
it is a wonderful tribute to the lustre
of Queen Victoria’s name that, a few
months after the long and bitter war
was ended, and. with the active con-
curgence “and support of the Boer
Generals, the pen-was drawn through
the Majuba Day, and Vietoria Day was
substituted as a publicc Holiday, and
our 'gallant foes agreed .that, whereas
Majuba Day was a date to be forgot-
ten, Victepia Day. was a date which
should be associated with honour.
even by the newest nation-partner in
our world-wide confederacy. On the
first anniversary—a few months later
