shalled by Mr. Sumner, state ‘“that
in the hope of an amicable settle-
ment, no estimate was made of the
indirget losses, without .prejudice,
however, to the right to indemnifica-
tion on their account in the event of
no such settlement being'made.” He
woes on to show that every one of
the old claims have been revived in
thae face of the regret expressed - in
the first place, and in the second in
the face of the statement made by
the Joint Commissioners  that
the indirect losses would not be
taken into account. IHe adds:—
« We never consented to the -refer-
ence of these 1ssues tor the Tribunal,
and there are the Protocol and the
Treaty to show that we did not.
