London. May 15—3:22 p.m.—The Ex­

change Telegraph Company has receive I 
the following message from Amsterdam:

“A telegram from Berlin states that 
the Vossische Zeitung announces that 
high Government circles in Germany 
favor the submission of the question of 
the Lusitania’s sinking and the difficul- 
ties with America arising therefrom to 
a court of arbitration."

WAS EXPECTED.
Washington. May 15.—The suggestion 

of arbitration contained in dispatches 
from Berlin by way of Amsterdam was 
received among officials here with the 
informal comment that such a course 
was among the considerations which had 
occurred In Washington, but it was 
pointed out that it probably would not 
be satisfactory unless assurances were 
given in the meantime and the subma­
rine warfare on merchant ships was sus­
pended. Officials pointed out that un­
less that were done, more lives might 
be lost while an arbitration was in pro­
gress.

Exposed yesterday by Horatio E. 
Dixon, husband of the woman with 
whom he eloped from Perdue, Sask., 
to thia city, and shunned by his rela­
tives and friends. William Seldon today 
purchased two Grand Trunk tickets 
for Detroit, Mich., while Dixon left for 
the east on a Canadian Pacific express 
last night.

While purchasing the tickets, Seldon 
asked the different times trains left 
here for the City of the Straits. He 
was visibly nervous, but made no men­
tion of Mrs. Dixon, who he claims is 
his "soul affinity." He appeared to 
want to get out of this city as soon as 
possible, and said something about 
leaving on the 11:35 p.m. train.

Evidently Still "Sore."
Dixon, prior to leaving here last night, 

told railwaymen that his home was in 
the state of Maine, U. S. A. He re­
fused. however, to say what town or 
city he lived in, or where Mrs. Dixon 
came from. He mentioned, during the 
course of a conversation with a railway­
man, that he was not through with Mrs. 
Dixon and Seldon.

It was stated today that the American 
immigration authorities in Detroit and 
other cities had been warned to be on 
the lookout for the elopers and to de­
tain them if they are caught.

May Arrest Them.
Dixon, while talking with a group of 

railwaymen at the Grand Trunk head- 
quarters, stated that if his wife and 
Seldon are caught in the United States 
he will spare no expense to have them 
both sent for trial under the Mann white 
slave act.

At police headquarters It was an­
nounced that now that the actors in 
the affair had shaken the dust of this 
city from their feet, the local authori­
ties were for the present through with 
the case.

At the different hotels, where all in 
the elopement concerned stopped, it was 
maid by employees of the places that the 
trio concerned in the elopement were 
interesting readers of the local papers, 
hut that what they thought of the re­
porters who wrote the story would have 
to be censored.

Rabid pro-German statements, al­
leged to have been made by Rev. Mr.

Some of these have been printed in 
the Hensall and Exeter papers. Crown 
Attorney J. B. McKillop, of this city, 
came into possession of one of the 
papers containing the statements of the 
minister today. Col. L. W. Shannon, 
commander of the 1st division military 
headquarters, believes if the state­
ments alleged to have been made by 
Mr. Smith are correct, that he is ser­
iously in danger of being charged with 
treason, one of the most serious of- 
fentes in the crime calendar.

Investigation Begun,
The matter is one for the civil au­

thorities, and Charles Seager, crown 
attorney at Goderich, has today begun 
an investigation into the case. He 
was informed today by The Advertiser 
of the alleged statements of the min­
ister, and declares that Instant action 
will be taken in order to learn the 
exact degree of their seriousness.

"Certainly, persons who make state­
ments of the kind which Mr. Smith 
is alleged to have made, should have 
an Instant action brought against 
them,” Crown Attorney McKillop said 
today. From other sources, informa­

-GERProf. Reithdorf Says This Statement Caused Him To Leave 
Germany—Received a Letter Recently

Threatenin g His Life.

Behavior Unworthy of Chival­
rous People and Discour­

aging to Officers.

Prof. F. V. Reithdorf, of Woodstock 
College, a former soldier in the German 
army, who denounced militarism be­
fore the war and has addressed many 
meetings of Canadians of German de- 
scent, stated this morning while in this 
city that the man of German blood who 
had exulted over the Lusitania disaster 
should be locked up.

"Anyone who hears of such celebrat­
ing should notify the police.” said the 

rofessor. “He will be doing a service 
to the loyal Canadians of German de­
scent, who are by far in the majority. 
In fact, there are many with German 
blood In their veins who are on the 
watch for demonstrations."

Has Some Trouble.
Prof. Reithdorf was asked if he had 

much opposition in carrying the Brit­
ish cause to the German people in Can­
ada.

“Several ministers have opposed me,' 
he replied. “They have refused to at­
tend my meetings, and in one case at 
least a clergyman who made statements 
about me was forced to report to the 
crown and made a denial of the state­
ments. It is these few men who feed 
the fires of hatred for Britain. When­
ever I can reach them I have it out 
with them and if necessary, call the 
attention of the authorities to their 
conduct."

The professor, tn discussing the bru­
talities of the Kaiser, said that while 
serving as a soldier he had heard the 
German Emperor define “iron dis- 
cipline." The Kaiser said that if or­
dered to do so, a German soldier must 
turn his rifle on his own father.

women protested with great violence. 
There were cries of "Down with the 
parliamentary Camorra!" “Death to 
Emperor William!" "Death to Emperor 
Francis Joseph!" "Death to Giolitti!" 
"Hurrah for the war!” "Hurrah for the 
revolution!" "Down with all traitors!"

Leaflets were distributed on the 
streets bearing the words "Death to 
Giolitti."

The Count of Turin, a cousin of King 
Victor Emmanual, left the royal palace 
on foot. He was recognised and hiss­
ed. and a threatening mob surrounded 
him crying "Down with the monarchy!" 
"Long live the republic!"

Santa Garibaldi, a so nof Gen. Ric- 
cletti Garibaldi, who has been fighting 
with the French, harangued the crowd 
in Milan, and declared: “If the Govern- 
ment refuses to go to war against 
Austria, my family will lead the people 
on the barricades."

STRIKE AT MILAN.
Rome, via Paris. May 15.—A strike has 

been proclaimed at Milan as a protest 
against the course ot political events in 
Italy. Troops are occupying all the 
strategical points in the citv.

Milan. May 14—Via Paris, May 15.- 
The prefect of Milan has made public 
a telegram sent to him by Premier Sa- 
landra, expressing regret that Italian 
blood has been shed by Italians, urging 
the re-establishment of "the calm and 
moral discipline so necessary in this 
grave moment," and urging deputies.

Denies Denunciation.
Rome. May 15.— The Tribuna, in a 

special edition, denies the report that 
Italy has denounced the triple alli­
ance. It explains the King's decision 
to intrust to Giuseppe Marcora the 
formation of a cabinet. Instead of in­
sisting upon the retention of Premier 
Salandra, as being due to the fact that 
the Salandra cabinet has shaped its 
policy in the direction of withdrawal 
from the triple alliance, but had not 
taken definite action to this end. wish­
ing first to obtain the support of Par­
liament. No pledge of any kind has 
been made, the Tribuna asserts, and 
the new cabinet will thus have com­
plete liberty of action.

Riots Continue.
Riotous demonstrations continued in 

Rome during a great part of the night. 
They increased in intensity when It 
became known that, notwithstanding 
reports to the contrary, the King had 
accepted Premier Salandra’s resigna­
tion.

One of the worst outbreaks occurred 
in connection with attempts of the 
crowds to approach the Austrian em­
bassy. A member of the staff of the 
nationalist newspaper. Idea Nazionale, 
succeeded in hurling his cane through 
a window of the embassy, breaking 
the glass. He was arrested.

At a meeting in Borghes square 20 
speakers, most of them deputies, made 
addresses in favor of war. A resolu­
tion was passed to the effect that the 
people of Rome believed the country 
to be in danger and would prevent 
with all means at their disposal “the 
sacrifice of national honor."
