LONDON. July 7.—10:45 p.m.—David 

Lloyd George, British minister of mu­
nitions, In an authorised statement to­
night, takes issue with Viscount Hai- 
dar-o on the letter’s version of what 
took place at a meeting of a committee 
of the cabinet in October to consider 
the matter of the supply of munitions 
of war. Mr. Lloyd George says that 
Viscount Haldane's version of what 
took place was “Incomplete and In some 
respects Inaccurate,"" and adds:

“The very fact of this conflict of 
memory having arisen shows the un­
wisdom of this partial and unauthorized 
disclosure of decisions of highly con­
fidential committees of the cabinet."

In a speech before the National Lib­
eral Club on July 5 Viscount Haldane 
said that in October a committee, pre­
sided over by Lord Kitchener, assembled 
In the war office. David Lloyd George 
and other ministers were In attendance. 
It was decided, continued Viscount Hal­
dane. that It would be necessary to In­
crease the output of munitions tenfold. 
Everyone was consulted. The neces­
sary orders were given to manufactur­
ers, who undertook to execute them. If 
these orders had been executed, said 
he, the country would have been in tre­
mendous position, but labor difficulties 
confounded all the calculations of the 
manufacturers, and that explained the 
trouble ot today.
