to the late earthquake in Mitylene, on the
Levant ; and in speaking of the great earth-
quake of Lisbon in 1755, when 60,000 peo-
ple were killed in the ruins of that city, he
remarked that it was generally acknowledged
in Lisbon now, that the great destruction
which occurred at that time was priacipally
owing to the defective constructibn of the
city. Although since then the city has been
visited with Inany severe earthquakes, yet
little or no damage has been done—Pombal,
the then Prime Minister of Portugal, when
reconstructing the city, in 1755, baving con.
sulted the best engineering talent of Europe.
Indeed, as far as loss of . life was concerned,
more had been lost by a pestilence in one
year that have ever been logt by all the
shocks of earthquake of which we bave any

record. In support of what he said about
construction of buildings, be described the
old cities of Yucatan, the buildings of which
had been constructed with a knowledge of
the surface-action of earthquakes, and were
muny of them standing still, whilst the more
recent buildings were continually over~
thrown.

Deceased was from St. Marys,
Canada West, and 32 yeirs of age.’
