Bridge Over Some of the Difficulties Found in the 
‘Two-Penny - Tube.” 4

There is no doubt that the measures 

adopted on the Central London railway 
for the ventilation of the “tube” are, in 
face of the enormous number of people 
daily traveling on the line, inadequate. 
We pointed out some time ago that it Ifl 
well known that the air of the “tube” 
has not grown pleasanter es the popu­
larity of the system has increased. Even 
on passing the booking offices of the sta­
tions or the lift exits an unpleasant sick­
ly whiff Is experienced. Our remarks 
now fully borne ont by the results of a 
series of interesting experiments made 
by Mr. A. Wynter Blyth, the medical 
officer of health of St. Marylebone, and 
hie son.

It is fonnd that the carbonic acid gas 
at some stations was no less than 10.3 
parts per 10,000, while between the sta­
tions—that is to say, in the tunnels—it 
reached 11.9. Now, since the average 
amount of carbonic acid gas in the outer 
air seldom exceeds 4 parts per 10,000, 
and that whenever the amount of car­
bonic acid gas in the air of a'room ex­
ceeds this amount by 2 parts per 10,000 
it is not fresh and has a stuffy smell, 6 
parts per 10,000 has been fixed as the 
limit of impurity . The “tube” air con­
tains nearly twice this amount. We re­
marked long ago that it is nonsense to 
say that the mere passage of the trains 
through a tight-fitting tunnel is sufficient 
to insure satisfactory ventilation.

Mr. Wynter Blyth’s experiments clear­
ly show that where the ventilation de­
pends entirely upon the passage of 
the trains, although there is so much 
movement of air, and so much sucking In 
from above and blowing out from below, 
a good portion of the air must be driven 
backward and forward unchanged in the 
tube; in other words, the tunnel air is 
diluted, but the whole of it is never 
swept out. This has all along been our 
contention. The amount of carbonic 
acid gas in the tunnels—and, be it re­
membered, this is very largely, if not en­
tirely, of human origin—is more than 
double that of the oSlside air. It would 
be interesting to know what a bacterio­
logical examination would reveal.

As time goes on, unless additional and 
more effective ventilation by fans is 
adopted, the condition of the tunnel will 
go from bad to worse. These observa­
tions might usefully have been extended 
to the air of the cars; the results would 
probably have shown a greater pollution 
still. It is remarked that even as it is, 
the air of the Metropolian railway, as 
regards carbonic acid. » more than twice 
as bad. We are not sure that this is 
correct, for in the methods usually adopt­
ed for estimating carbonic acid gas the 
sulphurous gases are included. We are 
inclined to doubt whether the carbonic 
acid from human sources is any more 
on the Underground railway than in the 
tunnel of the “Twopenny Tube.”

. The shack in which the Keelars lived 
on Dallas road, facing Rosa bay, was 
destroyed by fire last night, and Mrs. 
Mary Ann Keelar and the child were 
burned to death, their charred remains 
being found in the embers of the de­
stroyed shack. Old man Keelar 
caped in his nightshirt, and was found 
standing at the gate," gazing in a dated 
manner at the burning shack by Her­
bert Hobbis, son of the keeper of the 
Old Men’s Home. He was placed in a 
hack, whose driver had been attract­
ed to the scene by the blaze, and taken 
to the Old Men’s Home. He was wring­
ing his hands and wondering what had 
become of Ids wife and child. Later the 
searchers fotrad their charred bodies, 
burned until they were unrecognizable, 
heaped among the ruins of the destroy­
ed shack, in which the Keelars have for 
some time made their home.

The cause of the fire is unknown, for 
nothing ie left but a heap of embers to 
mark where the home stood, but the 
general supposition is that the Keelars 
upset a lamp. .According to the neigh­
bors, they were quarreling earlier in the 
night, for Mrs.' Salmon and her children, 
who passed the Keelar residence about 
830, says she heard them using very 
bad language and scuffling. Others tell 
of quarreling between the Keelars. The 
survivor, the old man, says that he and 
the woman and child retired at 8:30 
pm,, and he was wakened by the crack­
ing of the burning 

house in flames. H 
at the gate of the fence which eurounfl­
ed the house, dazed and hardly knowing 
what to do. ,

The building burned quickly, and 
hardly had the old man left it in his 
nightshirt when it was shrouded in 
flamé, and the victims of the flames 
must have been quickly overcame. It 
was about 10:16 when the fire was seen 
from the city, and Chief Watson de­
spatched Assistant Chief H. McDowell 
to investigate, for there was no alarm. 
Mr. McDowell hurried to the scene in 
the buggy, and found that the house 
had been all but destroyed before he 
rived. Keelar had been found and 
taken to the Old Men’s Home, and sev­
eral people were searching the bush and 
fields nearby for" Mrs. Keelar and the 
child, but no trace could be found, and 
it was not until the fire died down and 
the search among the embers showed 
the charred trunks of the victims of the 
tragedy, that their fate was known..

Keelar was taken to the city lock-up 
last night, and the bodies of the two 
victims of the fire are now at the 
morgue. An inquest will be held either 
today or Monday.

The shack which was destroyed was 
that in which Mr. Gray lived before the 
Keelars took up their residence there. 
It is not long since the former occupant 
of the place was found dead, having 
fallen over the cliffs which stand at the 
back of the beach across the roadway 
from the cabin.

“The United States lighthouse tender 
Manzanita, left yesterday afternoon for 
Destruction island, where it is thought 
the shipwrecked crew of the collier 
Matteawan is awaiting rescue. On 
Tuesday night the Manzanita passed by 
the island on her voyage from Astoria 
to Seattle and noticed signals of dis­
tress being made, apparently by some 

pwrecked crew, but the weather was 
so bad that it was impossible to reach 
laud then. Captain Gregory decided to 
go to Seattle and coal, and then go 
back to the rescue, which course he 
followed, departing again for the is­
land yesterday,

“Several things lead Captain Gregory 
to believe that the stranded mariners 
on the island were the crew of the Mat­
teawan. Wreckage bearing the ship’s 
name has come ashore south of Cape 
Flattery. Second Mate E. O. Wilson, 
of the vessel was formerly a second 
mate on the Manzanita and was fully 
familiar with the landings on 'Destruc­
tion island, which is situated 40 miles 
from where the wreckage bearing the 
name of the collier was found by In­
dians. The Manzanita should have 
reached the island some time yesterday 
and providing the weather allows a safe 
landing will arrive at Astoria today. 
It is from that point that the first news 
will come as to the identity of the wreck­
ed people.

The general description of the work is 
as tfottows: .

The bridge will be located in the 
city of New Westminster, the bridge 
tangent being placed about where a con­
tinuation of Dufferin street would Strike 
the bank of the Fraser river. The tan­
gent will be as nearly as possible at 
right angles to the direction of the cur­
rent. The bridge will cross overhead 
the track of the Canadian Pacific rail­
way on the New Westminster side of the 
river, and that of the Great Northern 
on the South Westminster side, both 
tracks being close to the river’s banks.

The bridge will be a “double decker” 
carrying wagon and pedestrian traffic on 
the upper deck and steam and electric 
railway traffic on the lower deck. At a 
point on the lower deck about 300 feet 
from the water’s edge on the New West­
minster side, the railway track divides, 
turning to right and left on 12 degrees 
30 minutes curves, thus forming a T 
head. On this account the shore span, 
while only 19 feet wide between cen­
tres of pedestals over pier No. 3, is 
about 136 feet wide between pedestals 
over pier No. 2. Beginning at pier 
No. 2 and proceeding toward the south 
bank of the river, there will be the fol­
lowing spaces: One through fixed span 
of 226 feet, one through fixed span of 
380 feet, one through swing span of 
380 feet, five through fixed snans of 
159 feet each. Next there will be r 
wooden trestle carrying separately high­
way, railway and motor traffic, and ex­
tending across the Great Northern track.

Beginning at pier Ne. 2 and pro­
ceeding toward the north or New West­
minster bank of the river, there will be 
the following spans: East arm of T.— 
two deck, pjate girder, skew spans of 75 
feet each, one half through, plate girder, 
skew span of 35 feet, one deck, plate gir­
der, skew span of 68 feet.

West arm of T.—One deck, plate gir­
der, skew span of 75 feet, one deck, plate 
girder, skew span of 48 feet, one half 
through, plate girder, skew span of 25% 
feet, one deck, plate girder, skew span 
of 40 feet

Highway Structure—One deck, plate 
girder, span of 98 feet, two deck, plate 
girder, spans of 40 feet each.

Steel bents will be used to support all 
railway spans that cross the railway 
track and for the three highway spans 
at the north end of the structure, other­
wise all spans will be supported on ma­
sonry or concrete piers and abutments.

The dear roadway for both railway 
and the highway will be 16 feet, thus 
making the perpendicular distance be­
tween central planes of trusses 19 feet 
for the 380 feet spans and 18 feet for 
the 159 foot spans.

The swing span is to be operated by n 
25 horse power gasoline engine located 
in a house above the top chords. It will 
also be operated by man-power applied 
at mid-span at the level of the railway 
track. The inter-locking apparatus will 
be located in a small house on top of 
the 225 foot span, so placed that the 
operator can see clearly all traffic on the 
railway tracks, motor tracks, highway 
and river. There will be a small sta­
tion house located on the lower deck of 
the 225 foot span, with a stairway lead­
ing down- to it from the highway.

According to the specifications the con­
tractor will be required to pay his work­
men at the rates of wages current at 
the time the contract is closed. No Asia­
tic labor of any kind will under any cir­
cumstances be permitted on the work. 
The consulting engineers have obtained 
by investigation the following rates of 
wages at New Westminster for the sum­
mer of 1901. but each bidder must verify 
them for himself, as the government 
cannot be bound in any way by the 
information thus given.

The substructure will be of the most 

substantial and permanent description. 
Beginning at the New Westminster end 
there will (be three abutments, two of 
them having long wing walls. These are 
to be either of concrete or masonry. 
There will be 11 piers which will Con­
sist of concrete or first class masonry, 
resting on timber cribs filled with piles 
and concrete. The piles will have to 
be sunk by a combined hammer, and 
powerful water jet. Their length will 
be from 60 to 75 feet.

The entire work must be finished on 
or before February 1, 1908, barring acci­
dents. The successful tenderer will be 
required to furnish a satisfactory bond 
fii the sum of $50,000 for the due per­
formance of the work.

The appearance of the bridge, accord­
ing fo the plane, gives more of an im­
pression of strength and solidity than 
or ornament. Designers of steel bridges 
may see beauty in the lives of their crea­
tions but to the ordinary observer they 
present a grim and 1er from attractvie 
aspect. The Fraser river bridge is de­
signed on the most approved principles 
and care has been taken that every de­
tail of its construction shall be as per­
fect and enduring as modern engineer­
ing skill can suggest.

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REPORT ON LB ROI.

Mr. 'Frecheville’s Opinion on the Pro­
perty—Vaine of Ore in Sight.

The report of R. J. Frecheville, to the 
directors of the Le Roi mine, has been 
made public. It shows that the gross 
value of the ore in sight is $5,687,000, 
and that there is enough ore now in sight 
to give a net profit of $1,221.000. The 
tonnage in reserve is estimated at 484,- 
000 tons. On the basis of 20,000 tons a 
month, which is about the normal rate 
of shipment, there is enou^i ore iu sight 
to keep the mine running for two years, 
even though no fresh ore supplies are 
opened. Mr. Frecheville says that on 
the lowest level there is an ore body 24 
feet wide, averaging $15 a ton. The 
average value of all the ore in the mine 
is $11.75 a ton, and that the total cost 
of treating it in future should be not 
more than $9.

Mr. Frecheville further says: “Audi­
tors make the profit from mine and 
smelting works for the year ending 
June 30, $585,000. This was Used for 
improvements. All the plant is first 
class. I estimate the reserve of ore at 
this date above the 900-foot level, 484,- 
000 tons of 2,000 pounds; value per ton, 
$11.75. The total cost of treating per 
ton in future ought not to exceed $9. The 
lowest level in the mine, so far as driv­
en, shows a chute of ore 170 feet in 
length and 24 feet in width. It aseavs 
on an average $16.75 per ton. The shaft 
is down 1,060 feet. Will start driving 
levels as early as possible.
