Utterance

Consider Sir,—-I am afraid—If I may w> fax* pre­
sume—that I moat disallow your article 
on disallowance, leaving Mr. Martin’* 
speech untouched, as too meagrely reported 
for comment. Do not beangnr. please; 
sometimes Homer node, what are we to 
make of the following extract from t 
arltcle In relation to the Asiatic hnmljj 
tlon hill:

“The power of disallowance la given to 
the Dominion government,- not for the pur­
pose of quashing legislation of the province, 
which to ultra vires, because snch legisla­
tion Is without validity in. any case; and 
certainly not for the purpose of substituting 
for the will of the people the Judgment of 
the Minister of Justice, but simply for the 
purpose of preventing acts In one jurisdic­
tion which might overlap and trench upon 
the authority of another jurisdiction.” .

Is It not evident that as “overlapping” 
or “tren<Mng” Is of the essence of ultra 
vires action, you are here stating con- 
tradlctortally that the power of disallowance 
Is not given for the purpose of quashing 
ultra vires legislation, but for the purpose 
of quashing ultra vires legislation—an ex­
planation wMch Is more funny than inform­
ing? Again, having In view the scheme 
of the Empire 
tatlve Federal constitution with prov­
inces whose relative position Is being eldw- 
ly adjusted by legal decisions from time to 
time, do you really think that ultra vires 
questions can be determined except in the 
prescribed way? The Canadian constitution 
to a legalized compact to which the prov­
inces are parties, and no province of Its 
own motion, acting alone, is competent to 
determine, as you say It is, the “validity 
In any case” of formally questioned legis­
lation.

Moreover, he said it was not a policy of 
the British government to impose duties 
as against foreign nations in order to 
give an advantage to Colonies.

But where duties are imposed for Brit­
ish revenue purposes, as in the case of 
last year’s sugar and coal duties, and 
this year’s cereal duties, and next year 
perhaps on meal and- timber, the British 
government, may, after consultation 
with the colonial premiers, be induced 
to exempt Colonial products in the in­
terest of freer inter-imperial trade.

Thus Sir Michael Hicks-Beach seems 
to have succumbed to Mr. Chamberlain’s 
contentions, having been led to do so by 
the expectation that the Colonies will 
show a desire to take a more direct share 
of the cost and responsibility of Imperial 
defence.
