They
are simply s plain statement of facts—
neither r ore nor less.” It then proceeds
to give the following synopsis of the last
yeai’s gverage of wages in the various vooa-
tioes given:

Laborers—The yearly income of a laborer in the
Huilding trade dots not exceed $285, allowing for
winter season, wet wea her, holidays, etc., other
than sickness.

They
have entered into contracts with the Hudsons
Bay company and lumbermen to do their
carrying and touring fer three years, so
that they will not bo troubled by opposition
within that time, They connect oa the
Saskatchewan with the Winnipeg and
Western company, whi¢h lost a steamer
the other dlg. the Lily, Isaw one of the
Northwest Navigation company’s boats on
the Saskatchewao, the Masrqpis.
