RADO COAL MINE«

fixty Mimers Lose Their Lives—Extraors

in the Alr Compiressor the Causes :
CHICAGO, Jan. 24.—A tefrible explosion
ovcurred at Crested Butte, Gunnison, Col.,
in a coal mine, in ‘which over

at 7a m.,
sixty miners are believed %o have been

killed. The explosion blockaded -the en:
trance to the mine, The mine was owned

by the Colorado Coal and Irch company,
Denver, and employed 80 to 90 mea in the
shaft. . %

There were sixty-seven men in the mine
at the time, Of thess eleven, who were
just entering, were thrown back to the en-
trance by the force of the explosion and
have been rescued. One of these is dead
and all the others badly injured.  Fifty-six
men are yet in the mine and can’t be
reached. ~All are supposed to be dead.
The explosion eccu with such force as
to entirely wreck the en

e hotise which
stood fully one hundred feet from the en-
trance.

t is supposed the explosion was

caused by a leak in the air compressor.
Crested Buttes, near which the mine is
located, is a coal mining town 30 miles
north of Gunnison City on the Denver and
Rio Grande railroad? Numbers have been
hard at work all day ttying to rescue the
men. although it is thought none can pos- |
sibly escape alive. The town is in mourn-
ing. Crowds of women and children clus-

 ter about the entrance to the mine pray-

ing, wringing their hands and crying
piteously, presenting a scene most heart-
rending. It is said at the time the ex-
plosion there were ten kegs of black pow-
der in chambers one and two, where the
men were Work’iu} 'and where the explosion
is supposed to have taken place. The
mine has three miles of drifting, and so it
is impossible to definitely locate the acei-
dent until the rescuing parties can gain
admittance. The mine has long been eon-
sidered dangerous.
