Egyptian Losses Trifling—A Desperate 
Hand-to-Hand Fight With Bayonet, 
Spear and Sword For an Hour—The 
Dervishes Forced to Retreat-Hundreds 
of Arabs Captured.

Afafite, Egypt, via Suakim, Feb. 21.—A 
severe engagement was fought at Tokar on 
Feb. 19 between the Egyptian troops who 
recently left El Teb and Osman Digna’e 
forces. Nearly 1000 lives were lost in the 
battle which followed the appearance of the 
Egyptians at Tokar.

The Egyptians made their advance during 
the early dawn of the morning of Thursday. 
The enemy was sighted near Tokar, and, 
after an exchange of shots between the 
skirmishers of the enemy and the advance 
guard of the Egyptians, the latter pushed 
forward through the brushwood surrounding 
Tokar and its neighborhood in order to seize 
the old Government building, now little 
more than a ruin, but which forms 
a strategic point where a force of 
infantry could hold out against 
heavy odds. The dervishes, seeing the 
object of the Egyptian advance in that direc 
tion, made a rush for the building and suri 
rounded it by a compact mass of Arab rifle­
men, who poured a hot fire into the ranks of 
the advancing Egyptians. The latter, how­
ever, were not to be checked in their ad­
vance, returning the Arabs’ fire as they ad­
vanced.

The Egyptians fixed bayonets when within 
ensy distance of the enemy, and charged 
upon the defenders of the ruins. For over an 
hour -a desperate hand-to-hand, baronet to 
spear and sword fight followed, during which 
toe Egyptian troops fought with the most 
determined bravery. Finally the Egyptian 
cavalry made a brilliant charge upon the 
dervishes, who retired in disorder, suffering 
a crushing defeat. The dervishes numbered 
at least 2000 fighting men. About an equal 
force of Egyptians succeeded in reaching the 
shelter of the building before the Arabs sur­
rounded them for the attack. x

After the retreat of the dervishes the 
troops found over 700 dead around the posi­
tion mentioned, while large numbers of dead 
were lving in the bushes around the build­
ings. "Nearly every JSmir of importance 
who was present at the battle fell upon the 
field. Osman Digma did not take part in the 
fight, but watched its progress from a point 
near Afaflte. After seeing that his faithful 
followers had suffered a disastrous defeat, 
Osman Digma, accompanied by about 80 
horsemen, fled toward Temrin.

The losses upon the part of the Egyptians 
are Captain Barrow and 12 men killed, and 
Captain Beech and four Egyptian officers 
ana 42 men wounded.

After leaving a force of troops to garrison 
Tokar, the Egyptian troops marched direct 
to Afaflte and ascended the hills recently 
occupied by the enemy. The place they 
occupied was found to have been abandoned, 
though there were hundreds of Arabs in the 
vicinity. These Arabs quietly surrendered 
to the Egyptians, handing over to their 
captors a number of banners, spears and 
rifles and two guns. The Egyptians also 
captured large quantities of stores and am­
munition. . Tlx

One Woe Doth Tread Upon Another’s 
Heels, so Fast They Follow—117 Lives 
Lost in a Nova Scotia Coal Mine—Sank 
In the British Channel—A Family Cre­
mated.

Spring Hill Coal Mines, N.8., Feb. 22 
—The greatest calamity that evér befel a 
Canadian colliery occurred yesterday after­
noon, when 120 lives were lost. The full ex­
tent of the disaster was not realized 
until to-day. But to-day the terrible- nature 
of the catastrophe is realized. At thj lowest 
estimate 117 liVee are lost, and 60 or 70 heart­
broken widows and nearly 300 helpless little 
children are thrown upon the mercies of the 
world. The Spring Hill colliery is the largest 
in Canada. It was opened up about 15 years 
ago, and is located 6 miles from the main 
track of the Intercolonial Railway, 
and on the line of the Spring Hill 
and Parrs boro Railway. Fully 3000 hands 
are employed in and about the mines. Its 
output exceeds half a million tone per annum. 
The property is owned by. Montreal and 
English capitalists, largely supplies fuel for 
the Intercolonial Railway, and controls the 
market along that road as far west as Que­
bec. It was formerly managed by R. G. 
Leckie, now manager of Londonderry Iron 
Works. He was succeeded more than a year 
ago by J. R. Cowans, a young man from 
Montreal, son of one of the principal owners 
of the property. The town comprises some 
7000 people, who are solely dependent upon 
the mines.

The explosion took place at 1 o’clock and 
was confined to No. 6 and 7 balances, 
where it did its most deadly work. The 
balances are in the west side of No. 1 slope, 
extending
level in No. 2 slope. The two pits are con­
nected for purposes of ventilation, and it is 
owing to this cause that so many were killed 
in No. 2. The bodies taken out of that pit 
were not mutilated in any way and there 
was evidence of having been suffocated by 
the deadly after-damp. At No. 1 slope there 
werê some ghastiLy sights, The first explor­
ing party found bodies of two so badly 
mutilated that they could only be taken to 
the surface in bags. One body was out in 
two across the abdomen, one arm was miss­
ing, the face was a mass of blackened, burnt 
flesh.

The work of recovering the bodies was 
pushed forward and a searching party en­
tered the mine at 11 o’clock last night. A 
number of bodies were taken up and to-day 
the work is going on steadily. The dead are 
being brought up more rapidly and it is ex­
pected that most of the dead will be out of 
the pits to-day, except those who are buried 
beneath falls of roof. Two of those wounded 
died last night.

This morning Chief Inspector Gilpin ar­
rived by special train, and accompanied by 
Mr. Madden, went down the mine. Mr. 
Gilpin says so far as the evidence shows the 
explosion occurred on eitber No. 6 or 
7 balances, and that the force Of the ex­
plosion in these balances was very great.

\ Tramp Murdered in British Columbia.
Victoria, B.C., Feb. 22.—Some three 

weeks ago the particulars of the finding of a 
body of an unknown man, floating in the 
Fraser River,
Cbiiliwhack, were published. Two men 
have now been arrested as perpetrators of 
the deed. These are a half-breed named 
Victor and an Indian named Sheet The 
murdered man was named Patrick .O’Shea, 
tie was a tramp, and claimed to have walked 
across the continent from Montreal to West­
minster. Not finding any employment to 
suit him there,he turned eastward again,and 
got as far as Nijomen Slough, where he met 
with the prisoners, and took up his abode 
with them, This was in December last, and 
nothing more is known of him or his doings 
till the body was recovered from the waters 
of the Fraser.
