A measure providing for cheap
agricultural credits, which will enable
the farmers of Canada to obtain the
money at a reasonable rate of inter-
est, will be introduced in the Com-
mons. This bill will pave the way
and give Parliamentary sanction and
assistance to the establishment of
rural banks throughout the Domin-
ion along the same lines and with
similar objects as those which now
exist independent of Parliament and
without its protection in the Prov-|
ince of Quebec. The details of the |
measure are practically complete,
and it is understood that they in-
corporate all that is best and at
which has been most successful in
the operation of agricultural credit
banks in this and other countries.

The ‘annual report of the Post-
master-General shows that 633,475,-
000 letters were carried through the
mails in 1912-13, as shown by the
sale of stamps. The net revenue of
the fiscal year ending March, 1913,
showed an increase of $1,578,221.04
over the year previous, as compared
with an increase of $1,188,404 for
1911, $556,973.79 for 1910, and
$478,001.65 for 1903. Ontario
heads the Provinces in the postoffice
statistics, with 262,333,000 letters
for 1913, 36,485,000 postcards, 5,-
728,000 registered letters, 12,715,000
free letters, 6,215,000 newspapers,

A proportion of
one in 3,776 letters ‘posted in the
year went to the dead letter office,
A net revenue, after proper deduction
of $12,060,47€.43, was earned by
the post office, against which are
seb expenditures of $10,882,804.57.
Rural mail boxes cost $135,000 and
yield a revenue of $66,420. Postage
stamps and post eards brought in
$13,464,334.51. Catcying the mail
by land, rail and boat, mail bags,
locks and rural boxes cost $5,115,-
105.52.

Protecting the Health
of Canadian Live Stock
The Report of the Health of
Animals Branch of the Dominion De-
partment of ‘Agriculture for the year
ending March 31st, 1913 is out.
This is the first report issued by Dr.
F. Torcance, as Veterinary Director
General, This Branch of the Fed-
eral service has assumed large pro-
portions covering as it does, the con
trol of movements of animals within
the Dominion with regard to contag-
ious diseases and the inspection of

meats and canned foods. The in-
spections from the United States and
Newfoundland . amounted to 43,154
horses, 2,571 mules, 14,795 cattle,
224,115 sheep, 102 swine, 249 goats,
17 asses, 29 buffalo, 11 camels, 2

mules, 29 swine and 6 goats.
