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Selling Pressure Relaxes On Stock Market
GAINS AND LOSSES EVENLY 

DISTRIBUTED AT CLOSE OF 
QUIET TRADINGATNEWYORK

Late Recovery Eliminates Earlier Losses And Press
" Averages Close Unchanged — Little Concern 
Shown Over Kreuger’s Death—Rails Steady Near 
Close—Sales Volume Drops To 1,471,420 Shares

NEW YORK, March 15—Selling pressure relaxed In 

the stock market today, but there was Insufficient buying 
power to give much tone to the late recovery which reduced 
or eliminated earlier losses.

Gains and losses were so evenly distributed at the 
close that the final standard satistics—Associated Press 
composite was unchanged. Nevertheless, fractional de­
clines prevailed in a representative list of leading indus­
trials. Rails were frankly heavy most of the day, but 
steadied toward the end. Total turnover dropped to 1,471,' 
420 shares.

Neither foreign nor domestic markets appeared to be 
further concerned over the nreuger death. The firmer tone 
of London, Paris and Berlin security exchanges stimulated 
enough repurchases by shorts to give local prices a fair 
lift during the morning, inn this recovery was undermined 
by recurrence of selling in carrier stocks which dragged 
downward until the last hour.

KREUGER ISSUES

Special interest naturally attach­
ed to the Kreuger issues. Kreuger 
and Toll, after selling at 2 1-2, fell 
back to 2 1-8 where it closed, un-, 
changed. International Match pre­
ferred, returned a small gain. East 
man Kodak, closely1 followed be­
cause of George Eastman’s suicide, 
held firm.

RAIL EQUITIES
The bearish tinge that has at­

tached to the rail equities this 
week seems to have originated ih 
reports that February earnings 
were disappointing, despite the 
wage cut. Car-loadings for the 
week ended March 5 showed some 
recovery from the pieceding total.

MONEY MARKETS
Money markets were easy coin­

cident with the March 15 govern­
ment turnover. The United States 
treasury's overdraft was estimated 
at between $o0,000,000 and $60,000,- 
000 comparatively small, and was 
doubtless absorbed in large mea- 
ure by member banks. Large off­
erings of time funds were report­
ed to have been made by commer­
cial banks at 3 1-2 per cent for 
90 days, but whether they were 
successful in placing loans was not 
disclosed. Time money has been 
very inactive and the banks have 
been virtually out of the market.

STEEL PRODUCTION

“American Metal Market” said 
steel production was holding un­
changed at approximately 26 per 
cent of present capacity .showing 
little change from February's aver­
age. Prospects of larger buying by 
railroads are “gradually increas­
ing,” this review said, but the farm 
implement industry has completed 
the most active part of its season.
