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have little or no attachment to it, but as

they find their advantage in the benefitsof

prefents and prote&ion, it procures to them

from the' French government. In fhort, }

it is chiefly to the condu& of the Englifh

thenifelves, we are beholden for this fa-

vorable aid of the favages. If the Eng-

lifh at firif, inftead of .feeking to exter-

minate or opprefs them by dint of power,

the fenfe of which drove them for refuge

into aur party, had behaved with more

tendernefs to them, and conciliated their

affe&ion by humoring them properly, and

diftributing a few prefents; they might

eafily have made ufeful and valuable fub-

je&s of them. Whereas, difgufted with

their haughtinefs, and fcared 'at the- me-

naces and arbitrary encroachments of the

Englifh, they are now their moft virulent

and fcarce reconcileable enemies. This

is even true of more parts in America,'

where, though the Englifh have libérally

given prefents to ten times the value of

what our government does, they have

not however had the fame effea. The
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
