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extended over the ass’s head and
suspended from it was a sheaf of corn, to
reach which the animal continually strove.
On each of the flag’s four corners, sever-
ally, were a hammer, a spade, a book,
and a cork screw. Above the central
figures were the words, * By Industry we
thrive,” while below was the legend,

“Keep off the Grass.”
