_sanctioning an a%plicatiou to the Colonial Committee of the General
Assembly of the Church of Scotland for Aid to finish Churches which
are in course of erection at Windsor and Brompton Gore, in the Eas-
tern Townships. It is remitted 1o the Presbytery of Quebec to ob-
tain fuller particulars in regard to the said Churches, and otherwise
mature the case for the consideration of the Commission of Synod.

COMMISSION TO REV. DONALD MACDONALD.

The Synod being informed that the Rev. Donald Macdonald, Mi-
nister at Lochiel, is about to proceed to Scotland, authorize him to
seek out young men of suitable qualifications who might be willing
10 come 1o this country and study for the ministry in this Church, at
Queen’s College, Kingstou.

PETITION ON SABBATH OBSERVANCE.

The Rev. William Bain submitted a draft of Petition to the Legis-
lature for the passage of the Bill now before the Legislative Council
to secure the better observance of the Sabbath. The same is ap-
proved of and ordered to be signed by the Moderator in the name
and by the appointment of the Synod.

COMMISSION OF BYNOD.

The Synod appoint their Commission to meet in St. Andrew’s
Church, Kingston, on the first Wednesday in October next at noon,
and oftener by adjournment when and where the Commissioners may
choose, ordain the Roll of this Synod to be the Roll of the Commis-
sion, and invest the Commissioners with the same powers for the
same purposes as the Synod’s Commission of last year—that is to say,
to trausact all business referred to them, and determine therein as
they shall see fit; attend to such emergent causes as may require im-
mediate action on the part of the Church; wateh over the general
interests of the Church'; receive any References and Appeals that
may be made to them by Presbyteries and ripen such affairs for next
Syuod ; and give all needful advice to Presbyteries upon application
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to them for that end. In all their actings they are to proceed accord-
ing to the laws of the Church, and they are accountable for the same
to the next meeting of Synod. Nine Commissioners shall be a quo-
rum, and five of them must be ministers,

COMMITTEE TO REVISE MINUTES OF.THIS SESSION.

The Synod appoint Dr. Mathieson, Messrs. Simpson, Morris,
and Greenshields, a Committee to revise the Minutes of this Session
previous to their being engrossed and printed.

Hamilton to meet to-morrow morning to expedite a Call from the
congregation of Dundas, and to make missionary appointments.
