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of which it was put with a large military escort,  The boat
floated down for several miles under the discharge of minute
wuns from hoth shores, It was astonishing to observe the
strong sympathics which were everywhere evolied by the
arrival of these sacred remains.  The degree of enthusiasm
that prevailed and the patriotic feeling that evinced itself re-
flected credit on the State of New York, and not a voice
was heard in disapproval of the tributes of respects thus
paid 1o the memory of this hero of the Revolution.

Governor Clinton had informed Mrs, Montgomery that
the body of the General would pass down the Tudson;
by the aid of a glass she could see the boat pass Montgom
cry Place, ber estate near Burytown. 1 give her owa quaint
and touching terms as shie describes the mournful pageant
in a letter to her nicce. At length,” she wrote, “they came
by, with all that remained of i beloved husband, who left
me in the bloom of manhcod, a perfect being,  Alas! how
did he return? - However gratifying to my heart, yct to my
feelings every pang 1 felt, was renewed. The pomp with
which it was conducted ad-ded to my woe; when the steam-
boat passed with slow and solemn movement, stopping before
myhouse, the troops under arms, the Dead March from the
mufiled drum, the mournful music, the splendid coffin canc-
picd with crape and crowned with plumes, yoas may con-
ceive my anguish ; 1 cannot describe it.”

At Mres, Montgomery's own request she was left alone up-
on the porch when the “Richmond” went by,  Forty-three
years had elapsed since she had parted with her husband at
Saratoga. Lmotions too agitating for her advanced years
aovercame her at this trying moment.  She fainted, and
was found in an insensible condition after the boat had pass-
cd on its way.  Yet the first wish of her heart was realized,
after years of deferred hope, and she wrote to her brother,
in New Orleans, “1 am satisfied. ' What more could 1 wish
than the high honor that has been conferred on the ashes of
my poor soldier "
