But & few paces away from this point is a small
but neat cross, which, nekt to the O'Connell monu-
‘ment, ig evidently regarded as the most interesting
object in the cemetery. On Sundays, when the
visitors are most numerous, groups arc usually to
be seen reverently -gazing upon it. Asyou ap-
proach them you arc sure to hear a murmured
prayer for the souls of those to whoso memory it
bas been erected, and you may notice that few pnss
it by without respectfully uncovering their heads.
Tt is the cross erected fa the memary of the three
Irishmen executed at Manchester on the 23rd of
November, 1867, for participation in the rescue of
two political prisoners, on.which occasion a police-
man was occidentally killed. The bodies of thoso
gifferers for the Irish cause rest in the jail-yard nt
Silford, but Irish love for their patriotism and cour-
age has caused this memorial of ther to be erected
in one of the most prominent spots in this beautiful
cemetery. Similar memorials were erected shorﬂ__v
after tho exécution in several Lurial grounds in vari-
ous parts of Ircland, but the police in muany iu-
stances illegally tore them down. This one, how-
over, stands, and will long stand to remind Irishmen
of o triple execution which fair-minded men have
never regarded as just, and which the Irish people
will always consider to have been dictated simply by
a feeling of blind vengeance. Those who desire to
acquaint themselves fully with the details of the
Manchester rescue, trial, aud execation, will find
all the facts in a little volume entitled * Speeches
from the Dock,” published at the office of the Nation.
The cross in Glasnevin was erected, and the ground
on which it stands purchased, by Mr. John Martin,
M.P, at his own expense; but a portion of the cost
was nfterwards repaid to him by public subscription.
To show witk what loving care the spot continues
to be regarded, although the relics of the patriot
dead do not rest beneath, we may mention that so
Iately as within the last few days a bandsome iron
railing basbeen erected by some patriotic men of Dub-
lin around the grave-plot, On the cross itself many
tokens of public feeling are usunlly to be seen;
¢ immortellvs” are hung upon it, green leaves and
flowers are twined through .the arms of .the cross;
little pictures. of the Crucifixion, of the Sacred.
Heart, or of the Blessed Virgin, attached.to it,
usually with bits “of gréen ribbon; medals also of

various devotions, and sometimes little cards with
printed ‘prayers, are fastened.on to it.. And sp it
will be in all prabability swhile centuries roll away,
for the pious Irish race, ‘with this memorial before
them, will'never prove unmindful of thase humble
but faithful-henrted men, whose patrlotism brought
them to so- untimely an end, and whose spirit, at
once devout and Lrave, in the very darkest hour of
their fortuaes, gave:to tho Irish people the noble

As terrorism and torture and imminent death did
not avail to shake her fortitude, the Major new tried

Robert Emmet,  Dut she spurned the bribe. She
was kept a close prisoner in Kilmainham for a
couple of years, where sho was subjected to great
cruelty, and was only relexzsed when several of the
state prisoners wers being scnt out of the country
by the Government.

So she lived and died, a8 the inscription on her
tombstone stater, in obscurity and poverty. But
this humble woman was an honor to her country
and her- sex. Thavk Heaven, that fidelity to the
‘cause of Ireland and its champions which sheso
brilliantly . displayed, and which is indeed a noble
quality, is not a rare one among the women of lre-
land. Many remarkable instances of it have oc-
curred in our own day. Dut that lowly tombstone
which stands over the grave of Aone Devlin ought
surely to be to Irishwomen an object of special re-
gard. To decorate that grave with tokens of lov-
ing remembrance cught to be for such of them as
kave an opportunity of visiting it an act of loving
daty ; it is ome which the highest 1ddy in the land
might Le proud to perform,

"{ the new cardinal is may be learned from a graphic

‘pen picture of him by the Brooklyp; N. Y, Cutholic
Review's accomplished - Lonfon correspondent, “ Pie-
tro,” who, writing from Londoa March 30, 1873, thus
describes him. Itjs m ghort but keen description.
He says: " Tho other évening, walking throagh
;Kcnaington, 1 chenced to meet our archbishop hur-
Tying -on - foot towards his cathedral. He looked
“weary and wan; the perspiration stood in drops upon
'his wasted face; hisclothes were soiled with the dust
‘of the streete; he ‘had been for hours engaged in'
doing some parish work 'for one of the priests, whose
‘strength had given away, and who was then lying
very ill. T had heard that bis grace was himself un-
swell, and T told bim I wns surprised to see bim thus
sexposed. ¢ Oh; said he, with that sweet smile which
lingers in the ‘memory of overy ouo who has ever
‘seen it, ‘it was nothing buta cold,and we should not
be idle, you know.: Idle! Good heavens! 'This
man talk about being idle! Strange stories go about
concerning Henry Edward, by the grace of God and’
favor of the Apostolic Sce, Archbishop of Westmin-
ster. It has long been known, one tells you, that he
never eats anything ; you can see that by looking at
him; to sy it is Lentall the year around with him
is nothing ; as ke never eatsanything, he cannot eat
less in Lent, and ro he makes it up by other mortifi-
cntions, Butthen he never sleeps cither; one of
two things he isalways doing—he is slways working
or always praying. The amount of work hedoes,
pleasantry apart,is wonderful; but God and the
snints only kuow how much he prays. I think he
is one of the most happy priests I bave ever met—
and I have known very many happy oncs—and he
enjoya this almost perfect huppiness in despite, not
only of his burdens, but of the thonsand thorns
which must afilict him in this Babel of wiclredness.
His people love him  with & worderful love—I1 be-
lieve there is not one of them *who would not joy-
fully die for him. They have just provided him
with a new palace, to which Le is now removed, It
is at the west end of Victoria street, not very far from
the desecrated Westminster Abbey. Itis alarge
and commodious residence, very handsomely fitted
up; and there the throngs that come tohis weckly
receptions will bo much more at their case than in
his former residexce in York Place. The income of
the see i8 now about £3000; and of thissum, I am
told, the archbishop spends upon himself about £25.
These proud prelates! How their luxurious modus
of life contrats with the Christian simplicity of Bro-
ther Spurgeon, and of the gentleman who calls himn-
gelf Archbishop of Canterbury.”

Maunipg’s new honors in the Church, snys :—Dr.
Manning is in many senses an Englishman—by
birth, by previous connection with our Nationa!
Church, and. in th: manner of his public ncts,
though not in his theological tope. Wo are thus
linked with old history when we find ourselves in
presence of an English €ardinal again. That he
deserves the honer can hardly be gainsaid. His in-
tellectual vigor and his great skill in the burning
controversies of recent yesrsrank him high amongst
-the prelates of the Church, and the wonder is not
that he receives the hat now, but that its bestowal
has been so long deferred.
