As you drive along the main roads of the
Lanadowne property, in the neighborbood
of Eenmare, the appearance of the dwellings
presents & marked improvement upon those

on other estates in the country—-for example, |-

of Liord Ventry or Lord Bantry.

The Standard newspaper, by its Commis.
gloner, wiiting in 1879, however, describes
these houses a8 ¢ whited sspulchres.” I wlll
pot endorse the etrength ol thls language;
but I do say, in point of the soclal comfort of
thelr lives, there 18 little, if any, difference be-
tween the state of the Liansdowae tenants and
the othera whom I visited. -

For many reasona I was enxlous to see
Lord Lansdowne's tenantry. I wanted to see
how o nobleman with ample means acd
credited with large vlews regarding his
tenantry, and how his tenentry regarded bim.
I bopsd to find proof that & kigh-minded
landlord could, even undesr aud in eplte of
the existing bystem, elevatd his tennniry
morally end eoclally.

1 had notlced, too, accounts widely differ-
ing in tho public press of the management of
this estate, ln the Daily Telegraph, for in-
slance, on the oocaslon of hie leaving the
Government, it was written :—

«In Lord Lansdowne the Minlstry have lost
astatesman of promise, whoBs sctessicn s all
the more importaat on account of 1ta cause.
For generations the Lanwdowne estates have
had a high fame a3 models ¢f management, the
liberality and justios of the noble owners hav-

ing succeeded in produoing what may be called
Eggnsh comfort %n Iriah soil.”

In the Dablin Freeman's Jourral, on the
other hand, of about the sams date, I read :—

#To orxdinary Englishmen ihe Mu.r?uls of
Lansdowne only presents the spsctacle of a
great Whig magnate who Las deserled his
party. Irishmen betier understand the motives
of aman who has inherited the traditions of
the most cruelly managed c¢state in all this
afflicted land.” <

put I must eay that I failed to seo any signs
of # Epgllah cosaforty” ard, so far ag the ser-
timent of the distrlet i3 concerned, the
language of the Irleh orgen more clossly ap-
proximntes to tho truth.

ing. Its bistory Is typlcal of macy estatos In
Irelond. In Beptsmber,1654, Dz, Petly came
to Ireland a8 Physlolsn-Genoral to the Eng-
Ush army, Until June, 1959, his salary was
203. o day, sud he had privatoe practice, Witk-
In & few years he was the. owncr of above
50,000 aores in Kerry, and, a8 he states in his
will (a remarkeble and Interesting docnment),
ho had in Ireland, “without the county of
Eerry, in land, reversions and reraluders,
sbout £3,100 mors."” In thoseame document
he qualntly adds that ho dles “in the prao-
tice of smoh religious worship as I find estab-
lished by the lIaw of my country.” He was a
sirongsminded, ablo man—the &uinor,
amongst othere, of the ¢ History of the Down
Burvey' and of the tPolitlcal Aratomy,’
This was the founder of the Lansdowne ¢e-
tates, :
The management of these laxge ectates Is
in the handas of Mr. Townsend Trench, son of
the late Mr. W. Bteuart Trench, to whom he
succeeded, It is difficult to ery how far the
judgment of the community over whom thelr
powers a3 1and agents wore and are exerclsed
18 juet or reliable.

Trquostionably father snd gon were apoken
of almost universally with fear and dislike—
10 use no stronger language. It wag palnful
to notlce tho mortal dread of agent aud
balllff in which many of thege tonanis live.
I notfced nothing like it olsewhere in Kercy.
Their conduct may be mlejodged, but sssur-
edly. ro kindly recollection of tho late Mr,
Trench soems to survive, and no kindly feel-
ing towards his eon, the precont sgent, exlsts.

Lord Lanedowne, aslthough ho resides a
portion of the year at Derreen, near Eonmare,
does not seem to bo generally known. to hia
tenonts. ‘Those on the Iaveragh portion of
his property bave hardly scen him sloce his
vieit there en the occasion of his aitalnlng
his mejority. MMore than once, when—some
harsh case belng cited to me—I suggested to
the tenants to appeal to Lord Lansdowne, the
answer was always tho same, % Ohb, he leaves
it all to the sgent,” or,  It's no unse—~it all
rests with Trench.”

Even plans oonoglved—and, bellove,
kindly conoelved—by landlord or agent—of
emigration, for Instamce—are looked upom
with distrugt, Nor s this remarkable, for In
the years of the Great Famine thia estato was
not only the scone of gome of tho most awiul
miserles of that awful time, but it.was algo
the place from which a large emigration took
place under the ausploss of the late Mr,
Trench which bas left to this day bitter
memories behind it. .

In hie se-called ‘Renlities of Irish Life,’
Mr. Steuart Trenoh desoribes; in s painfnily
graphic way, the state of things ln Kenmare
Unlon, He writes :=— ‘
S peope st hans Lol g
died on Tho roads end they dled in -the flolds,

they died on*the mountains and they died in
theglens; they died at the rellef works, and

T

they dled {n theirhouses, So that whole streets
or vma%es were almost without an Inhabltant,
and at last some few, despalring of help from
the country, crawled into the town, and dled &t
the doors of the residents, rRnd outside the
Unlon walls,” :

It was at thls time that the anthor, then
suocesding to the management of these eatates,
get on foot his scheme of emigration ; and, as
he pithily puts 1t—

“In little more than & year 8,700 paupers had
left Kenmare for Amerioa, all free emigrants
wilhout any ejectmentsa having tg be braughi
agalnst them 1o enforce it, or the alightest pres-
sure put upon them to go. Matters now began
to right themselvee. Only some ANy or sixty
paugers remained in the House, chargeable to
the property ot which I had thecare, and Lord
Lansdowne’s estates at length breathed freely.”

He addp, in another place, that tho rate of
transporiation of these emigrants amocunted
to a sum less than it would cost to smpporl
them in the workhouse for aplpglo year,
This I belleve menns, or then mesnt, less
than £4 per human belng. -

+ ‘That i3 one polnt of view of the question,
I do not doubt that thls wssa fcheme ap-
proved of by the then Lord Lansdowne from
humane motives. But 1ts executlon eeems
to have been grossly faulty. I¢s history i3
still told cxn the hillaldes of Kerry, and the
traditions of the place keep alive the story of
tke Lansdowne Ward in New York Hospital;
where many of these 1il-starred emigrants fell
viotims to diseass and death. :

It ig curlous thaf the present agent seems
to have denled strenuously the exlstenca of
distresa on the Lansdowne estate in 187980,
and to have refused 3 act upon any of the
severnl rellef committees established In the
neighborhood, To Mx, J. A. Fox, the Gov-
ernment inspector, to Mr. Flelcher, a mome-
ber of the Duchess of Mearlborough’s Rellef
Commlitteo, and to the Rev. Canon Bsgot, re.
presenting the Manslon House Committee, he
i3 reported to have given emphatic denlals of
the cxistonce of any disiress In the district.
Indesd, a0 far as I havo besn able to ascer-
taln, the first occaslon on which he admitted

‘ita existonce wa3sIn Aprll, 1880, when ho 8p-

plled to ths Manslon House Committes for
fonds to promots a new emigration scheme,

I mention with palo ons fact, Riles M, F.
Cusack, known a3 the Nun of Kenmare, one
of the sistersin tho Conveunt of Poor Clares,
in Kemmsre (s lady not less known for her
actlve benevolence than for herlitorary work),
in her printed expression of thanks fo
Amoerioa for the junds entruated to her for re-
leving the dlstrecsed tenantry, esys, under
the date of Eastor week, 1880 i—

i One 1and agent 8ald 10 me that when he saw
the distress coming he told his noble master
that it would bethe best thing that had ever
happened for the landlords=they would haye
thelr tenants at thelr meroy."”

She adds—

< Thesename land agents were ihe principal
cause of the distress belnF denied, for clearly if
the distress were admitied, to demand rents,
and rack rents, trom the starving people, would
have been too gross an act of inhumanity.”

1t can hardly be doubted to whom thls
Innguegs refers. I bope 1t may be shown to
ba tho result of some grave misapprehension.

This lady, by ber publio appeals, colleoted
a rum of sbout £15,000, which was In greet
part exponded In Bouth Eerry, She asaured
me that many teusnta of Lord Lansdowno
had boen reclplents of blankets, of mesl, of
geed potatoss ; and that, aa to three National
Bchools, attended principally by tho children
on Lord Lanedowne's citate, nsmely, those of
Larsgh, Lehud snd QOopperas (one of them
being eitunts ouislde the entranoce gate of
De:roon Hounse), she had to eapply clothss to
cover the children, Bhe had donp eo, she
told me, In orneequerce of statements made
to her by the echooimistresses, that for the
gake of decency they could net otherwise a-
low the children to atterd the schoole, cren
if thelr parsnts wero willlng o permit them
to do go.

A gentieman convereznt with the action of
tho Rolief Commltiees In the town informed
us that fully half of the relict whioh passed
through hia hands had been glven fo Lord
Liansdowne’s tenants. He eald:

& for it; infact,
on l?lgeeg)tﬁglteh%ggl%%ﬁlgegnh%ﬂewgol%aued on
me personally between the datss of the meet-
ings of the committee, nsking me, for God's
sa el,' ,to give them suppiemental orders for
meal.

Hea added that of theze fenaunts many were
Iiving upon the produoe of the seed potatoss
supplied by chatlty. He added, farther, that
Lord Lanedcwne had brought come forty tons
of potatoes o Kenmare, which bad besa sold
by him for cash at something below tho mer-
ket prica; that thoze were wholly insuffiofent
to sow the land ; and ke finslly added :

« My bellef ig, thet wers it _not for ihe reliel

ven by our commlitees, 2 greatnumber of the
B o ns lanants would have dled.”

This emphatle textimony received corrobor
ation In several othor quarters.

Compared with other eststes which I have
vigtted, tho rents, tested by Griffitk's valu-
ation, sre not the hikhest, Indeed, taking
gome dceen cates or more, I fonnd that the
rent did not genevslly exceed the valuatlon
by more than 50 per cemt.—not always €0
much—and yet I bslleve the cages to be ex-
ceedingly fow in which the tenamta could, out
of the iand, pay the cxlsting rent if they re-
sorved to themeelves o sufficlency of food and
of clothing for- decemi melntsnance. The
normal food of the tenantsia as I have de.
goribed 1 to ba elsewheora,

The fact that the tenemts of TLord Lane-
downe in thie neighborhood have, many of
them, asslsted (fometlmes, bat not always)
by losn from the landlord, bullé mew houzes
or added to thelr office bulldings, cauges the
rent to epprox!mase more closely te the valu.
ation, This I will hereafter explala. At
prezent Ionly desire to pote two facts :—
(1) that Griffith's original Valuation took into
actount the existiog condition of the land,
inoluding the tenants’ improvements, and-(2)
that » close correspondence betwoen amoh
valustion and tho actual rent does met neoee-
garily imply a low rent,

Terrific Explosion—-Fearial Destruetion
of Pronerty.

Loxpox, Bspt. 24,—A rocket at the ar-
gsnal nt Woolwloh exploded to-dayand many
_bulldingsdestroyed. The lossof life 1s eerlous.

Thoe ¢xplosion was cauded by a fire In the
main building, which, Including the isbora-
tory bullding, was destroyed within half an
hour. It contalned en immense number of
vrar rockata filled with destructive missiles.
The lat..r flsw in all directlons many
falling upon ths other Bslde of the
Themes, 'Ths  explosives caused &
fearful dcestruction in property throughout
thy town and surrcunding distriots, The fira
was oxtingulched at noom, when ths rockets
cenzed exploding, Old soldlers declate the
explosions of the rookets were as frightful as
et an acinal slecge. The bodles of the vic-
time of tbe cxplosions have bsen fourd.
Some of the rookets wore projected tully five
mafles, One went through tho wall of the
arzenal and another siruck the artiliery bar-

racks,
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A GREAT CHURCH COUNCIL.

NEW YORX, Sept. 24.—The Provinelal Council
of the Roman Cathollc Eccleslastical Provincs
of New York assembled in St. Patrlek’a Cathe-
dral at 10 o’clock yesterday morning. Its object
is the consideration of questions of falth, (ke
rellglous Indifterentism of the day, the policy
of church government, the atlitude of the
Chnurch toward religlous education,church pro-
perg, divores, and secrel socleties and oiher
vital questions, In referencc to which it 1s
deemed advisabio to havethe hierarchy of the
gxx;ovhi:e procialm anow the doctrlines of the

nro

The province of New York isone of the
twelve ecclesiastical provinees Into which the
Uelted States is divided. Eaoch Frovinee is rul-
ed by an Archbishoy, Cardinal Archbishop
MoUloskoy presides over ths province of New
York, thelargeet in the United Siates, and one
of the largest in the Christian world. It com-
prises two States, New York and New Jersoy,
and includes eight blshoprie?, those of New
Yorlk, Brooklyn, Albany, Rochester, Buffalo,
Ogdensburg, Newark and Treaton. fhe hler-
archy of the Provlnce is  compos-
ed, under Cardlinal MeCOloskey, of
Condjutor Archblshop Corrigen and Elshops
Loughlln, ItlcQuld, Ryan, McNiernay,
Wadhame, Wigzar, and O'Farrell. The Catholic
communicants in tho province number nearly
2,000,000, There &ars nearly 2,000 prieste, 1,017
churches and chapels, and many hundreds of
men and womexn belonging to rellglous orders,
whose mission IS tho education of the young,
thg nare of orphans and aged persons, and min-
iastration to the sick and imprisoned, under the
contrel of the provineial hierarchy.

This will bs the second Provincial Counoil
neid since the Province of Now York wud cre-
ated. The frst was summoncd by the Inte
Archbishop Hughegs, and sat in the old St.
Patrick's Cathedral, in Motll street, from the
istto the8th of Oclober, 1854, Xhe deorees of
that Counclt were approved by the Holy Bes on
the 8th 2f July, 1835. Tho present Council will
be in rossion uatil the $Gth inst. The Conncll
was originally called by Cardinal McCloikey
for the £0th o! June, but he was then too il to
preside. It iscalled at this time to enable the
Cardinal to bs informed of 1ts restits bafore he
cails.for Rome, in obedience 105% simmons from
the Vaiican, to teke part In 8 conference of the
Arckhishopd of the Upited States with the Holy
Ses, with o view (o sdvancing the interests of
the Church In this country. Lf, after the ad-
journment of tke Couucil, Cardinal McCloskey
ghonld find himself unable to endure the exer-
tion of the journey to Rome, he will be repre-
gented ot the conference by Cosdjutor Arch-
bishop Corrigan.

The Council will be composed of the Blshops
of the vrovinee and nearly ity priests, emt-
nent 85 theologlang. To facilitale buslness, the
Connctl will he dividod into {hree congregations,
corresponding to lhe eommitiees of leglalative
bodies of iaymen. Thete congregations wiil be,
respectively, the copgregation Of theologlans,
of.Bishops and theologians, and of Blshops ex-
clusiveiy. The cubjects of diseueslon have been
privalely named 1o the Bilshops and theolo-

fans, in order to af10rd an opportunity for care-

'al preparation for the debates. No member of
the Caouncil w1l epeak more than once upon
the same subjzct, except by special psrmission
of ths Council, 1he Bisbops alone will vole,
and in the order of their consecration. Ths
proceedings will be conducted ia Latin, Tho de-
rees of the Councll must ba forwarded to Rome,
tarecelve the approbation of the Holy 82e, be-
fore they arc promuigated.

“Ponlifical High Masy was Celebrated by
PBishop Loughlin, ihe eendyur Bishop of the
Province, In the Ualhedral yesterday morning.
Blshop McQuade, of Rochester, preached. Aller
ihe ceremony tho conpregatien retired, and the
doore of the Qathiedral were closeéd Lo the public.
Cardinal McCloskey openzd the Council with a
Lalin allocution. Then the officers of the
Counoll, & promoter, & secreiary, a nolery, a
magber of ceremonief, and lwo canlors, Were
chosen. After the clection cf the officers the
Counoll adjourned untll Monday, when the
transaction of buslness will begln. The
gecond pubdlo resslon of - the Council wilt
be heid on Thursday, when a s0lemn requiem:
mass will be sung for the repose of the sonls ot
the dead prelates of the ,province. Archbisho
Corrigan will dellver the commemorative ad-
dress. Oa Snuday the doors of the cathedral
will be 1thrown open to the public again, and

niigoal high maes will be celebrated by Car-

inal McOloskey, Afler mass the congregaton
wiil disperss, and the Councli will go into ex-
eccutive sesslon. The decroes of the Gounetl will
beraad by the Secretary, and If approved as
yend, wili be algned by the Bishops and asaled
for transmlselon to Rome. Then Cardinal Mc-

She went about ag usual for
gome tims without complaining until the
paln oyased her to limp very badly, An
cxamination by a dootor showed that the
knes was greatly swellod and intlamed. Ab-
golute qulet was orderod, Bat the trouble
incroaced. She was takon home, and dlstin-
gulsbed surgeons held soveral consultations,
Her sufferings wore Iutense. Various modes
of {ireatment were trled, snd the dootors, after
soveral monthe, informed the Princess Julle
thati the disense was s chronle one, without
bope of improvemant or oure.

Oa tho fivat moralng
taey all cesembled by the sick bed, prayed to-.
gother, and loft hor with solemn, earnest ex.
hoitations fo have falth In Almighty God, nnd
to pray with sil her heart, while they pre-
ceeded to the church to do the samae.

BShe ¢old me she prayed as she never had
dons in all her 1ife, belleving that at the end
of the nloo days those combined petitions
would be favorably answered. Suddenly an
iden flasbhed through her mind. vif God
czo0808 to care me Hoocan doit just as well
now as nine days benoco, He knows wo are
golog (o pray through the parlod, and 1t 13 as
oasy for Him to answer In advance, It all
depends ot my own falth,”

With all tho powers of her nature she made
s fervent aot o!f falib, and felt In sn instsnt
thot she was cured. .Paln had left her,
strength had returned. On a small table by
the bedalde was tho workbacket of the mald
wio habitoally sat with her, but who chanced
to bs abaent at that moment. BShe reachad
oul, took the eclegors, and wasin the act of
cutting sway the wobbing when the attend-
ant reiurned, and saw the slok glrl aboat to
exirlcats Leraol! from ths iron frame. Alarm-
oJ, and bollevilng tkis could only bs fever or
insanlty, she rmatcd out of the room to cail
the Princess Julie, exclaiming, ¢ Oh, Madame
1a Princesse, prsy come at onoe t> Ala.
damolasilo Mlchellne; she has gons crazy "
In an agony of torror the Princsss hasfonoed
to her daughter, whom she found standlog
eteot, ng she kad not done for two yenra.
Emotioa took all streugth from her. S3ho
sank into & chalr by the door, uaabdle to artic.
ulate a word, while Micheline advaniced ¢o her
mother, saylog : ¢ Memus, let ug thani God,
for Ho hzaa cured mo.”

The dootors were Imuediately summoned,
and fornd that not only could thelr patient
atand and walk llke any othor young girl,
but sll tracee of disease had dlsappeared, and
the knee had roturned to 1ts normal healthy
conditlon, They declared thelr inabllity to
explain the matter, but found themselves
torosd o acoepi the cniire cure. A proocea
verbal was drawn up wlth ali the usmal
Fronoh formaMtles, slgned by the surgeons
and deposited in somoe publio office.

My acquaintanos with the familly began
about two years after these events; Mioche-

io perfect health and spirits, an active walker
by day, visltlng her frlonds and golng about
among the poor, and in the evening dearly
foving a little dancling, From time to time
1 hear of her, and her health oontinues un-
impaired. ]
