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Article 5 (Jurisdictîon)
7. (1) Except in respect of offences mentioned. in (3) of this paragraph,Civil courts of Bermuda shail have the primary right to exercise jurisdictionrespect of any act or omission constituting an offence against law in forceBermuda aileged to have been committed by a member or dependent.
(2) Subject to the provisions of this Article, the Canadian service authoritmay exercise within Bermuda in relation to members and dependents ail 1criminal and disciplinary jurisdiction that is conferred upon thein by the lawCanada.
(3) With respect to the trial of a member for any off ence respecting

(a) the property or security of Canada;
(b) the person or property of another member or dependent; or
(c) an act don e or anything omitted in the performance of official dt

the Canadian service authorities have the priniary right to exercise jurisdictiwhere, under the iaw of Canada, Canadian service authorities have power
exercise such jurisdiction within Bermuda.

(4) Where a member or dependent has been tried by a civil courtBermuda and has been convicted or acquitted, he may flot be tried again witlBermuda for the saine offence by the Canadian service authorities, but nothiin this subparagraph prevents the Canadian service authorities from tryiwithin Bermuda a member for any violation of rules of discipline arising froiact or omission that constituted an offence for which he was tried by the ci'
court.

(5) Where a member or dependent has been tried by the Canadian serviauthorities and has been convicted or acquitted, he may not be tried again bYcivil court of Bermuda for the saine offence.
(6) Where under (1) or (3) of this paragraph a civil court of Bermuda Orservice court of Canada has the priniary right to exercise jurisdiction, the coVuhaving such priary right shail deai with charges against aiieged offenders in tfirst instance uniess such right is waived by the appropriate authority in favol

of trial in the other court.
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
