4. (a) How many cases of encephalitis were there in the
years 1965 to 1975 (b) in what locations and areas (c) what
were the defects lef t to those who suffered from the
disease?

5. Has consideration been given to studying the relation-
ship between encephalitis and the mosquito and, if so, in
what manner?

6. Will steps be taken 10 eliminate disease carrying mos-
quitoes and, if so, what are they?

7. Have any studies been made of the efforts of the
Moncton Mosquito Control Authority in its efforts 10 con-
trol mosquitoes?

8. Will the government consider making a substantial
grant to the Moncton Mosquito Control Authority 10 assist
in ils efforts to eradicate the mosquito population in the
greater Moncton area?-Sessional Paper No. 301-2/5,115.
