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The Associate Committee on Soil and Snow Mechanics was initiated in 
1945 to study military track problems. After the war the Associate Committee 
became a co-ordinating body for research on various aspects of the terrain of 
Canada. The Committee’s activities are now centred in four major fields: soil 
mechanics, snow and ice research, muskeg, and permafrost. Four subcommittees 
have been set up, each dealing with one of these particular fields. A fifth 
subcommittee, closely allied to the Soil Mechanics Subcommittee, deals with 
problems relating to Canadian landslides.
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
