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Inquiries of the Ministry

Mr. Greene: I understand that these consultations have
taken place. Certainly, I am confident that the govern-
ment, having foreseen the problem some two years ahead
of time, will be ready to answer effectively any applica-
tion that is made for the construction of a pipeline in the
public interest.

Mr. Nielsen: A supplementary question, Mr. Speaker. In
the absence of the minister who is enjoying the outdoors
in my riding at this moment—

SUDBURY—REQUEST FOR POLICY STATEMENT ON
MUNICIPALLY OWNED FACILITIES

Mr. Gaétan-]. Serré (Nickel Belt): Mr. Speaker, I have a
question for the Minister of Transport. Has he completed
in final form his over-all policy regarding grants for the
administration and construction of municipally-owned
airports? If so, when can we expect an announcement to
this effect so that construction and expansion can proceed
where the service is urgently needed? I am especially
referring to the situation in Sudbury, Ontario.

Since it has now become what can probably
be called an international airport as a result of the service
undertaken by Nordair to Pittsburgh, which will mean
that the cost of this particular airport will probably be
beyond the reach of the city of Hamilton, does the govern-
ment intend to discuss this matter with the city of Hamil-
ton and its officials with a view to placing Hamilton
Airport under the jurisdiction of the Department of
Transport?

Hon. Donald C. Jamieson (Minister of Transport): Mr.
Speaker, this is a matter which ought to be considered in
the total context of the development of air services for
southwestern Ontario. As I have answered in the House
on several occasions, I am in a position to discuss this at

instance on this and related matters.

POSSIBLE EFFECT OF PRAIRIE PROVINCES
REPRESENTATIONS ON GRAIN STABILIZATION BILL

Mr. A. P. Gleave (Saskatoon-Biggar): Mr. Speaker, may
I direct my question to the minister in charge of the Wheat
Board. In view of the publicly announced intention of the
three prairie governments to make common representa-
tions to the federal government in respect of policy
proposals which are included in Bill C-244, the grain sta-
bilization bill, is the government prepared to delay further
debate in the House until such time as those consultations
have taken place?

Hon. Otto E. Lang (Minister of Manpower and Immigra-
tion): Mr. Speaker, we certainly want to proceed with
enactment of Bill C-244 as soon as possible. Discussions
had been going on with the provincial governments about
it for a long period when it was being discussed with
producers. The provincial governments made some tech-
nical suggestions with regard to the plan, some of which
were adopted. The plan, of course, holds open the possi-
bility for those provincial governments desiring to do so,
of being able to pay money or undertake extra financing
for farmers. We can certainly co-operate in making that
possible for them.
