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go unanswered. There is no attempt such as he indicates.
There is an historical tradition in the Northwest Territo-
ries and in the Yukon Territory about the position of their
Superior Courts and it is that tradition that the minister
has vio1ated. If he does not have a sufficient understand-
ing of Canada and the Canadian north, it is just too bad
for this country.

Mr'. Speaker: I am sure the hon. member will not suggest
that is a point of order. It is further debate. The hon.
member for Skeena wishes to pursue the debate as do
other hon. members. The hon. member for Témiscamingue
also has rights and I think hon. members should co-oper-
ate with the Chair and give him the opportunity to ask a
question.

Mr. Speaker, is this flot clearly a type of separatism
between Indians and white people in the James Bay area,
and does the minister intend to remedy the situation?

Hon. Jean Chrétien (Minister of Indian Affairs and
Northern Developmnent): Mr. Speaker, I am unable to do
anything about it because of the Constitution-Section
91(24) I believe-the Indians and their lands f alling under
federal jurisdiction. It is an old customn, and when, in 1969,
we suggested that it be done away with, the Indians
themselves said that they pref erred to stay with the f eder-
ai government rather than being transferred to provincial
jurisdiction.
