major car firms in Canada (Tilden, Avis and Hertz) were approached
regarding participation in this programme", did one of these companies
deny being given an opportunity to bid on tbe exclusive two-year bid
signed between Air Canada and Avis and, if so (a) whicb one (b) is the
government prepared to withdraw this statement or produce docu-
ments showing the other two companies were given bids?

2. With reference to Part 3 of the same question (a) did Avis Canada
advise the Cabinet that it would be selling ils interest to Avis USA
and , if so, did Cabinet give approval of this sale (b) did tbe then
President of the Treasury Board, the Honourable C. M. Drury, have bis
Avis shares, wbicb were being beld in trust, recorded witb tbe Prime
Minister's Office?

Hon. Mitchell Sharp (Presicient of the Privy Council):
1. (a) Air Canada advises that it stands by the answer
given to Part I of Question 325 asked by Mr. Reynolds in
the Second Session of the 29th Parliament that "each of
the three major car firms in Canada were approached
regarding participation in this programme". The airline
bas no knowledge that one of these companies has denied
being given an opportunity to bid on the contract. (b)
Documentation and contracts between Air Canada and
private companies are considered proprietary information.

2. (a) No. Lt is not customary for individuals or compa-
nies to advise the cabinet as such, of their intentions. The
Foreign Investment Review Act, which was not in force
when the sale in question was completed, puts prospective
purchasers, and not sellers, under an obligation to inform
the responsible authorities of their intentions. In this
instance, the sale represented the exercise by the purchas-
er of the terms of a contract that had existed between the
two companies since October 1960. Despite the absence, at
the time, of any obligation to do so, the purchaser, Avis
Incorporated of the U.S.A., did inform the Minister of
Industry, Trade and Commerce, voluntarily, in June 1973
of the details of the proposed transaction, which was
consummated well before the Foreign Investment Review
Act was given royal assent in December 1973, subsequent-
ly proclaimed in March 1974. (b) The Prime Minister is
aware that the shares in Avis Canada that were owned by
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
