Gray) bas authorized large increases in the monthly premiums
payable under the federal Group Surgical-Medical Insurance
Plan, increases of between 30 per cent and 100 per cent,
effective August 1, 1982, and whereas these increases are
clearly a violation of the Government's own six and five per
cent limits, and wreak an intolerable hardship on many war
veterans, widows, and other pensioners, 1 move, seconded by
the Hon. Member for Vancouver Centre (Miss Carney):

That Cabinet order the President of Treasury Board to roll back immediately
GSMIP premium increases of more than 30 per cent, which were announced
several weeks ago, to a maximum 6 per cent effective August 1, 1982.

That, in fairness to the Canadian people, postal rates be maintained at tlseir
prescrnt level for the foresceable future.
