SYNOPSIS OF CANADIAN NORTH­

WEST LAND REGULATIONS.

The sole head ot a family, or any male 
over eighteen years old, may homestead 
a quarter section of avanabte Dominion 
land in Manitoba^ Saskatchewan or Al­
berta. Applicant must appear In person 
at the Dominigh_ Lands Agency or Sub- 
Agency lor thp District. Entry by proxy 
may tie made at any- Dominion Lands 
Agency (but nbt Sub-Agency) on certain 
conditions.

Duties—Six months’ residence upon and 
cultivation of the land in each ot three 
years. A homesteader may live within 
nine miles ot his Homestead on a farm 
of at least eighty acres, on certain con­
ditions, 
except 
the vicinity.

in certain districts a homesteader in 
good standing may pre-empt a quarter- 
section aiongyiue nis homestead. Price, 
f3.uu per acre.

Duties—Six months’ residence in each 
of three years after earning homestead 
patent; also fifty acres extra cultivation. 
Pre-emption patent may be obtained as 
soon as homestead patent, 
conditions.

A settler who has exhausted his home­
stead right mav take a purchased home­
stead in certain districts. Price, 53.00 per 
acre.

St0r$s.The receipts at the Union Stock 
Yards on Thursday numbered 94 cars, 
including 309 cattle, 42 calves, 669 hogs, 
948 eheep, 1210 horses for the allied 
armies.

This week’s market has had too many 
poor quality cattle; half-finished animals 
have been In the majority. A downward 
tendency developed early, finally going 
from 26c to 60c per cwt. lower than last 
Thursday’s quotations. The best butch­
ers now bring $7.50 to $7.76. A few extra 
choice steers sold at ^8.16 and $8.30. 
These would have brought $8.50 to $8.65 
ten days ago. Bulls, with a light run, 
were more active. Cows are firm.

Stockers and feeders: This market did 
a little more trade on Thursday, among 
the numerous visitors, but the local de­
mand Is dull except for choice feeding 
cattle, 800 to 900 lbs., these going from 
$6.90 to $7.20 in small lots. Common 
classes are not In demand. American 
buyers are now shipping on order tne 
best stockers and feeders. . . . .

Milkers and springers: The high level 
of this class was maintained to the 
eloee. Buyers and orders are in fron\ 
many points for United States and Can- 
ada and the local trade is strong. Arthui 
Tardif, Quebec City, paid a visit to this 
division after a long absence, J°o£ing for 
cows. He took back one of the best 
loads of Hols teins and Durhams sent out 
to some time at from $75 to $12o. me 
latter price was paid for one of the finest 
grade Holstein milkers sold on this mar­
ket, weight 1600 lbs.; milking 34 quarts 
per day she had twin calves, but was
