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Chicago, Dec. 10.—Severe cold weather 
did a good deal today to strengthen the 
com market. Prices, altho unsettled it 
the close, were up 14c to 114c net. vats 
gained %c to %c. Provisions finished 
unchanged to 20c higher. Below-zero 
temperatures prevailing over a large part 
of the country Indicated to com traders 
the likelihood of serious Increase of de­
lay to the movement of the com crop. 
It was generally accepted that tlfe cold 
wave would reduce the efficiency of tlie 
railroads, and at the same time woulu 
add greatly to the need of precedence for 
coal handling. Smallness of today’s re­
ceipts of com here tended further to 
stimulate buyers, and so likewise did a 
material upturn In hog values. Afte. 
midday, however, demand for com slack­
ened, and âpeculative selling, that ac­
companied extreme new low records for 
British exchange, led to something of a 
reaction. Then commission house sup­
port developed again, and prices rallied 
before the finish.

Despite the break In sterling, oats du­
plicated the firmness of corn. Country 
offerings were light.

Provisions were higher, with hogs and 
grain. Furthermore, winter slaughtering 
of hogs showed a decided falling off com­
pared with a year ago.
