sulling vessels at £4 monthly, a slight ad-
vance in the average "wages now pald at
the various British ports.

Keports as to the effect and thoroughness
of the movement have not yet been recelv-
ed except from South Shields, where, it is
Staled, two thousand men hdve gone out.
Many meetings have been held in the vi-
cinity of the London docks, the speukers
expressing the determination of the men
to remain idle until thelr demands have
Leen granted. But traffic at this port has
not yet been affected.

It ‘Is not likely that the strike will be
completely organized for several days, and
until then its extent will not be known or
its results keenly felt. The mauifesto of
the union ordering the strike includes all
the ports in the United Kingdom.
