Plan Received For Group of 
Houses On Hamilton 

Road.

COUNTY FUND SWELLED
Manager Buchanan and Most 

Members Favorable To 
Scheme.

Industrial Division Makes 
Great Forward Strides. Prohibition can be carried too far. 

Just because you don’t believe in a man 
having a private stock, there is no rea­
son why you should refuse to allow 
him to have cellar steps in his house.

This is the unanimous opinion of the 
London Housing Commission, which at 
its meeting last night found that it 
had a house nearing completion under 
which there was a large cellar, but no 
means of reaching it except through a 
window. The house was approved by 
the Toronto Housing Commission and 
is a perfectly good house except in this 
respect.

As attention to the furnace and vari­
ous other chores which require the 
householders presence in the cellar 
promised to be rather arduous via the 
window route, the commission decided 
to build an outside cellarway. They 
can't build one within the house be­
cause the rooms would then be less 
than the size required by the provin­
cial commission.

Toronto Commission Blamed.
"It shows poor judgment on the part 

of the commission at Toronto in ac­
cepting the plan," said R. Hessel of 
the local commission.

Four more applications for houses 
were received and recommended for 
loans. Superintendent W. E. Dodd re­
ported seven houses nearing comple­
tion.

A plan for a group of houses on the 
Hamilton road was received from Thos. I 
Adams, Dominion Government town- 
planning adviser. A plan of the same 
nature is being prepared by J. A. Ellis 
of the provincial commission. These 
will be compared.

Denial that the Provincial Govern­
ment has refused to furnish any money 
for the local housing scheme until Lon­
don's full allotment of $400,000 de­
bentures is sold was contained in a 
letter from Mr. Ellis. The report ap­
peared in a Toronto paper.

"The province has never in any case 
refused to pay over to the municipality 
any part of the funds for the housing 
scheme until such time as the whole 
issue of debentures for any municipality 
has been disposed of," said Mr. Ellis. 
As a matter of fact, the practice has 
been quite the contrary.

70 Municipalities Building.
"Over seventy municipalities are now 

constructing houses, and in every one 
of these cases advances have been 
made on progress estimates without 
any insistence upon such a condition 
as is mentioned in the newspaper item

"Many municipalities have passed 
debenture bylaws, but it is only in 
cases where the amount each munici­
pality proposes to borrow has been 
pretty definitely fixed that the munici­
pality has issued the debentures.

"In the case of London there is no 
possible objection to your housing com­
mission receiving advances on pro-' 
gress estimates from time to time as 
required. When a reasonable amount 
of money has been paid by the pro­
vince I shall ask you to deposit, with 
the province, debentures for the actual 
amount so paid. It must be remem­
bered that in no case coul a munici­
pality become liable for anything ex­
cept money actually received."

A miniature railway or a dance hall 
will likely be established at Spring- 
bank. General Manager E. V. Buchanan 
reported to the public utilities com­
mission Thursday that the parks board 
has both these propositions under con­
sideration, and would like to investi­
gate further before making a definite 
proposition.

The offer to build a miniature railway 
was received at the last meeting. The 
dance hall proposition was brought for­
ward Thursday. The persons making 
the offer say they are willing to build 
a dance hall at a cost of $10,000 or 
$20,000, and pay the city a fixed sum 
or a percentage of the receipts for the 
privilege.

"We can’t stop the people across the 
road from having a dance hall, and 
we might as well benefit as they," said 
Mr. Buchanan.

•That is a good point. We would 
have more direct control of it," said 
Commissioner T. W. McFarland.

"We have the room down there, and 
could make money without detracting 
from the beauty of the park," said 
Commissioner Jared Vining. "We 
shouldn’t interfere with the use of the 
park as a recreation ground though."

The matter was laid over, pending 
a more concrete proposal.

May Appeal Assessment.
The commission may appeal the as­

sessment on some of the park land in 
London Township. The county as­
sesses it at $125 an acre. Commissioner 
Vining said that the land in the vicin­
ity was selling for that price, so that 
the assessment was obviously unfair. 
The matter was left with the parks 
board.

Whether the vote on a 10,000.000-gal- 
Ion reservoir at Springbank should be 
taken on a bylaw or as a plebiscite was 
the cause of some discussion. It was 
decided to ask the city council to sub­
mit a bylaw for the issue of $100,000 
debentures. Only taxpayers will vote 
on the proposition.

"The charge is against the property 
owners in the last analysis, and they 
should vote on it,” said Mr. Vining. "I 
believe it would carry either way, so 
that it makes little difference."

The commission plans building an­
other 10,000,000-gallon reservoir next 
year. As only the first one can be com­
pleted this year, it was not thought 
necessary to issue $200,000 ‘debentures 
now, as the interest and sinking fund 
would have to be provided immediately.

A statement of the need for the 
reservoir will be printed in the an­
nual report, which the city sends out 
to voters.

A report on the extension of street 
lighting was tabled for further con­
sideration with a committee to be ap­
pointed by the city council.

The commission will entertain at a 
luncheon the delegates to the hydro­
electric convention to be held here No­
vember 18. Sir Adam Beck will he one 
of the speakers.

Lights may be placed on the Cove 
road for the benefit of skaters this 
winter. A dressing-room may be built, 
and a caretaker’s salary provided from 
the revenue.
