Ellis of Pine Bluff shot and killed N. 
F. Willis of Indianapolis, Ind, in the 
Pulaski County Chancery Court room 
this afternoon.

The court had just made an order re­
versing a former order of several courts 
relative to the custody of the eight- 
year-old daughter of WlUls and hls 
former wife, who is now Mrs. W. Y. 
Ellis.

The shooting wa* accompanied by 
many sensational Incidents and caused 
a general panic In the building. The 
Earl-Dill assault case was being tried 
ln the adjoining room, and when the 
first shot was heard 500 women and 
men In attendance ran over one another 
in search of the door. Judge Lea wag 
compelled to adjourn hls court until 
to-morrow.

Willis and his mother were In Judge 
Fulk’e chamber accompanied by Sena­
tor Jeff Davis, who has been counsel 
for Mr. Willis in hls endeaver to obtain 
an order of court permitting him to 
visit hls child, Mary Willie, at stated 
Intervals. Judge Fulk had announced 
hls decision, which was favorable to 
Willis, when Ellis drew a pearl hand­
led pietol from hls pocket, and point­
ing the weapon over the head of Judgf 
Fulk, fired point blank at Willis, who 
was sitting with hls mother and Sena­
tor Davis.

The shot went wild and burled Itself 
In the wall. Willis was unarmed, and 
as soon as he was fired upon made an 
effort to get out of the court room. 
Mrs. Willis had made her way out, as 
did Senator Davis. Judge Fulk kept 
hls presence of mind and demanded 
that Ellis surrender the weapon. This 
Ellis did not do, and grasping the pistol 
in both hands he stood right by the 
door leading to the Judge’s chamber 
and fired the shot that sent Willis stag­
gering into Judge Lea's room, 
held the pistol so close to the dor Jamb 
that It was powder burnt. Willi* 
fell Into the arms of Sheriff Roberts 
just as he was coming from Judge 
Lea's court room to learn the cause ot 
the shooting. A cot was brought and 
Willis was placed on it. He died ten 
minutes later.

Importer Compelled to Hold Horses In 
Montreal a Week.

OTTAWA, July 28,—(Special.)— The 
recent decision of the executive of the 
National Live Stock Association which 
requires old country certificates of 
purity of breeding to be accepted at 
Ottawa before animals may be admit­
ted Into Canada free of duty, seems 
likely to cause a great ddtl of incon­
venience and expense to Importers.

SAUL/T STB. MARIE, Ont., July 28.— 
(Special.)—George F. Fagan, represent­
ing certain well-known capitalists in 
Canada, Interested ln mining property 
on the Goulais River, ln an lnitervltev 
to-day stated that the Michigan Cen­
tral was prepared to build a line from 
St. Ignace to the Soo, a distance of
