“ Accidents” Leads To This
Curious Decision.

W. T. Stead - writee The New York
American from London: I heard to-
day .a very starcling report, for which,
however, I was not unprepared.

It is stated that owing to the number
of accidents that have occurred to visi-
tors to the Egyptian room in the Bni-
tish Museum, the famous mummy-
case lid of the royal princess of Amen
Ra will shortly be removed from the
ru .n, ‘where it has been exhibited tor
several years. »

Thereby hangs a tale, a gruesome
tale, which, but for the fact that the
truth of all the incidents is perfectly
well authenticated, would be scouted
by all rational beings as a more pre-
pesterous story than any found #n the
*Arabian Nights.”

Fragmeits of this amazing story
have been told before, but I am en-
anled now to give the readers the
true and full particulars of the fatal-
jtics and disasters that have for a
generation marked the .possession of
what has, bzen called the ‘““Malignant
Mummy'. of the British museum.

Thirty Years of Malevolence.

_The mummy case in question is, No.
22542 in the muselum‘qoatlitul’og; ‘The
mummy which it.. originally coveled
was never hrought to England. Mdre
than  thirty: vears age ihis easex?p-!
leongni from Egyvit by a pasfydof
four..young gcriticmen who had en
enjoying a holicay o1 the Nile. -One
of these is a -persongl friend of: my
own. I had: a detter!from him this
very day: It wa® written with his
left hand, for on him the wrath of
th- offended priestess '‘was the first to
fall.

Before he left Egypt his fowling piece
exnloded, shattering his right arm. He
was about to enter the Life Guards,
and the accident blighted his military
career. That was more than thirty
vears ago. 3

From that time down to last week
an uninterrupted series of acclidents and
fatalities has been recorded by all who
have offended the direful shade of the
princess-priestess, who quit this earth-
lv life one thousand years before the
Christian era. ]

Of the four ¥rienls who brought the
cage to Londoh, one, as I have stated,
lost the use of his right arm. Another
was shot dead. A third lost most of
his fortune and died shortly afterward.
The fourth died in poverty within the
vear.

Possession Means Disaster.

The case passed to the sister of one
of the luckless quartet. From the time
it entered gher house misfortune after

misfortune rained upon its occupants.

She sent it to be photographed. When
the negative was developed it was dis-
covered that in place of the pictursd
features on the lid the photograph
showed the face of a living Egyptian
woman of malevolent aspect. Within
the year the photographer committed
suicide. ®

Misfortune contiuing, 'the lady de-
cided to send the case to the British
Museum. ‘The man who took it to the
museum died in a week, and the man
who helped carry the case into the
building met with a serious accident.

From that day the haunted lid has
been a source of innumerable accidents.
When it was photographed in the mu-
seum, the photographer smashed his
camera, cut open his face and one of
his children had a narrow escape from
drowning,

An old acquaintance of mine, H. F.
Robinson, @ man hale and hearty and
in the prime of life, wrote the story
of the priestess for The Daily Express,
and within a few weeks he died.

An American magazine commissioned
a contributor to write the story of the
haunted lid, He. died before he com-
pleted the copy.

All this happened  before 1905. Since
then the fame of the lid having been
well established, many persons avolded
the Egyptian room in the museum, or
when they visited it gave No. 22,542 a
wide berth. Others more daring mocked
the lid and in many cases suffered for
their temerity,

Latest Gruesome Cases.

I will mention a few of the latest re-
corded cases. A party of schogl teachers
visited the museum. One of their num-
ber ridiculed the superstitious notion
that the lid could do any one any harm.
That week she broke her arm.

A few weeks ago the Marchioness of
Salisbury took her daughter to see the
famous haunted Hd. -The young girl
in high spirits cut la contemptuous
caper before the pictured face.

Before she left the museum she had
slipped on the stairs and sprained her
ankle.

Still more recently a Miss Sackville,
on_visiting the museum, not only de-
rided the story but to the horror of the
attendant openly dared the priestess to
do her worst. She fell shortly after-

rd and fractured her etbow joint.

If the museum authorities have real-
ﬂ' decided to. remove the mummy ldd
from the Egyptian room it is probably
due to the alarm occasioned by the
extraordinary series of coincidences.

W. T, Stead Says New Invention
Will “Revolutionize Every-
thing” in the Future.

It is probable that the trade of. the ar-
morer was never more brisk than in-the
decade immediately before the use of
gunpowder .rendered armor a cumbrous,
and useless impediment to fighting effi-
ciency. The ar of*bows and arrows
probably looked down with supreme con-
tempt upon those who warned ithem that
the battles of the future would be decided
not by the grey goose shaft, hut by vil-
lainous saltpetre. Nevertheless, coats of
armor must now be sought for in mu-
seums, and the longbow and the crossbow
alike survive only as the toys of the
schoolboy.

It daes not require much presclence to
foresee that armaments will sdon go the
Wway of armor, and that twelve-inch guns
will soon be as ‘obsolete as the six~foot;
bow. The coming of the aeragplane will
revolutionize everything.

80 long as the decisive element in inter-
national combat is naval armament, we
must, of course, maintain our ‘“nearer-
threo-thsn-two—to-om"-mpremncy at sea
over the next strongest European power.
That was the inheritance of the.present
ministry, and we ‘may trust te Winston
Churchill and his colleagues to see that it
i& handed on unimpaired to their succes-
sors. But the most ardent advocate of
the two-keels-to-one standard meed not
hesitate to recognize the fact that this is
but the last spurt of a struggle the final
issue of which will be decided, not on the
water, but in the air, go long as the com-~
petition is kept up we must hold oun
leading position. But the future belongs
not to Dreadnoughts, but to aeroplanes.

Airships or Dreadnoughts?

Austria, it 1s sald, is about to launch
out into a huge expenditure on Dread-
noughts. The King of Italy showed a
keener insight into probabilities of the
future when he said two years ago: ‘“Why
should we spend two millions over a
huge ironclad when there is every reason
to believe an aeroplane costing no more
than a motor car may reduce it to old
iron before it leaves the stocks?’ I still
have a lively sense of the emphasis with
which M. @’ Aehrenthal assured me on the
eve of the late Hague Conference that
pbeace apostles could not be more pro-
fitably employed than in urging the par-
liaments of the world to make grants for
the building of airships, for when the
airship comes, frontiers, fortresses, fleets
—everything—go. The German Minister
for Foreign Affairs told me in 1907 that
they never for a moment allowed them-
selves to ‘lose sight of the airship. Be-
cause, when that comes, it will revolu-
tionize everything.: The airship has come,
and come to stay. The deliberate Judg-
ment of the Italian military aeronauts
that in 1912 there will be as many aero-
planes in the air as there are now motor
cars in the streets, bids fair to be an ac-
complished fact. I have been repeating
these things for the last five years,
Everyone is beginning to admit that there
may, after all, be something in it. ‘We
haye at last an official enquiry promised
by the government, and it is possible we
may actually have an airship of our own
six months after Count Zeppelin’s aerial
service is established in Germany.

Next Step to Vril

It is admitted that there may after all
be ‘“‘something in it.” But what the
something is few persons save imagina-
tive speculators like H. G. Wells have
even dimly begun to perceive.. What the
afrship carries beneath its planes is the
most far-reaching revelution that has
eyver transformed the world. That revo-
lution may  be beneficent beyond the
hopes of the greatest Utoplans, or it may
be maleficent beyond the fears of the
worst pessimist. The aeroplane may be
called the avant-courier of the interna-
tional world state or the herald of the
ruin of civilization. ‘“Be my brother or
I will slay.thee,” the French revolution-
ist’'s formula, will now be revived with
an infinitely wider application; because
the airship represents an addition to the
forces of destruction so vast, so incalcu-
lable, that it places human soclety at the
mercy of any of its component parts. The
aeroplane dashing thru the air at 100 miles
an hour, capable of dropping 100 pounds
of high explosives or of asphyxiating
shells on any point from any height, is
the nearest approximation ‘which man-
kind has made to the discovery of Vril.
It was by the invention of Vril—that po-
tent compound of electricity and dyna-
mite, by which a child could destroy an
army by waving a wand—that Lord Lyt-
ton prophesied the ultimate extimction of
war. The aeroplane is the next step to
Vril.  For it ‘places illimitable forces of
destruction at the disposal of anyone
who can raise £10000 and find half a
dozen desperadoes to do their bidding.

Capt. T. G. Tulloch’s article on this sub-
ject in The Nineteenth Century has suf-
fered the fate of other  articles in the
magazines in being submerged by the
debates on the budget. Speaking of the
devastation that could be wrought in the
heart of the empire by ‘“‘a party of fear-
less, resolute men, with the help of one
airship and one match,” he describes the
wealth of the Thames Valley, from Ham-
mersmith to Gravesend, and declares :

“This whole fifty miles of con¢entrated
essence of empire lies at the absolute.
mercy of even a single airship or aerial
machine which could plant a dozen in-
cendiary- missiles in certain pre-selected
spots, I shall not mention such spoes,
but I would guarantee that, given a cer-
tail wind and certain incendiary missiles,
I could undertake to have thel whole|
riverside, including ships, wharves, ware-
houses and the arenal, in a blaze in a!
very short. time.”

He adds: “I have no hesitation in
stating that it would be quite possible by
secondary means to render both the navy
and army powerless in a very shont space
of time with half a dozen airships acting
under a certain plan. I am not romanc-
ing, and I make the above statement in
all seriousness.’” i

The Anarchists’ Opportunity

What this means is that the human

;;Al, h_.‘,v ”.“‘:»‘,"‘
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race, which has hitherto organized itself
for defence from enemies on or below the
world’s surface, is absolutely unprotected
from attack from above. The opportunity
which this gives to the anarchist and the
desperado was perceived years ago by M.
Azeff, when he recommended the Russian
revolutionists to resort to the aeroplane
as the most effective Mmeans of destroy-
ing the government. If the governments
4o not ceased their absolutely. fatuous
habit of preparing for war with each
other, they may find themseélves con-
fronted by forces of disorder armed with
new and invincible weapons, .against
which they themselves will be powerless.
Should they let hell loose by making war
upon each other, Heaven itself would rain
helifire upon the modern cities of the
plain, In sheer self-defence .the instinet
of self-preservation ought to compel gov-
eriments to federate into one internation-
al world-state, with international tribu-
nals interpreting the laws of an interna-
tional parliament, whose decisfons would
be enforced by an executive without
-'whose command appeal to force on earth
or air or sea would be absolutely forbid-
s 4

This may read like Utopia. But it is the
‘only alternative to the destruction of civ-
ilization. If we refuse to recognize. that
the aeroplane will .soon render war im-
possible, human
hurled with hideous ruin and combustion
down to bottomless perdition like Lucifer
and his hosts in “Paradise Lost.” The
minds of men, ::Fodally of ruling men,
are slow to perceive the signs of tfie
times. But the aeroplane, which renders
armaments obsolete, will probably open
their eyes to its significance by abolish-
ing frontiers. 'The smugglers of the air
will have everything their own way. Tt
will be impossible to enforce the payment
of customs duties on any goods save those
which are imported by the ton. The dary-
ing up of the customs reserve may pre-
dispose governments- first to reduce and
then to abandon their armaments, But
meantime all the more. thoughtful among
us will do well to fix our minds upon the
supreme question : When the aeroplane
comes and the old order goes, what:is to
take the place of war?—W. T. Stead, in
The London Daily Mail. ;
