TO SINK NEUTRAL SHIPS
CARRYING CONTRABAND

Gcrminy Issues Revised List at
Stockholm and Repeats
Threat.

NDON, Avg. 11—The German minis-
te{loa.t Stockholm has {esued in behalf of
his goverrment a revised list of contra-
band, says a despatch from that city
to The Morning Pest. At the same time
it is announced that the commanders of
German warships have been instructed
to sink all ships bound for enemy ports,
carrying cargoes which consist wholly
or in part of contraband, either abso-
lute or relative,

The loss to Swedish commercial in-
terests from the stoppage by Germany
of timber exports to England and France,
the despatch adds, is estimated at £6,-
000,000 sierling.

nonade north of the Somme and in the
region of the Thiaumont work, the
day was calm along the whole front,
Bad weather continues to interfere
with the operations.”

Belgian communication:

There was some activity on the part
of the German artillery at various
points on the Belgian front. Our bat-
teries carried out successful shelling
of the sector of Steenstraete and fur-
ther to the south,

Progross Around Pozieres.

"IAhe afternoon: British statement
said: 0} ;
“Last night was generally quiet
along our froat, except for -heavy hos-
tile shelling of our lines sontheast of
Trones Wood. Northwest of Pozieres
we made further progress, gaining all
our local objiectives, which are now
being consolideted. Seventy-two pri-
soners were taken.

“South of Arras we raided a sap of
the enemmy and inflicted several casu-
alties. A similar attempt by the ene-
my against our trenches northwest of
Hullueh met with no success.

“The enemy exploded a mine south
of Loos with no effcct.”

The afternoon French official state-
ment reads:

“North of the River Somme French
troops last night made progress in
the country. to the north of Hem
Wood, including at the same time
to 100 the number of prisoners made
yesterday in this region. Further
more, we captured six machine guns.
The operations were hindered by the
rain and fog.

“South of the River Somme a Ger-
man reconnoitring party which was
endeavoring to reach our lines by
means of flaming liquids, was dis-
persed by our fire at a point to the
west of Vermandovillers,

“On the Somme front French avia-
tors delivered fifteen attacks, A Ger-
man machine was brought down be-
twecn Herly and Rethonvillers. Two
others were compelled to descend,
after engagements with French
machines, in the region of Combles.
During the day of August 9 and the
night of August 9-10, French aerial
squadrons toox part in the following
bombing operations: Ninety bombs
thrown down on railroad stations on
the front between Lassigny and
Combres; 138 shells on the station
at Tugny; 40 at Appilly; 88 shells
thrown down upon 2 battery in ac-
tion in the region of Noyon; 15 upon
the railroad station at Babancourt;
92 upon the stations at Spincourt
and Domvillers and on surrounding
bivouacs, a total of 413 projectiles.”

Eighteen large Caproni aaroplanes
rajded the Austrian supply -tattgnu at
Pravacina and Dorberg and dropped
more than three tons of high explo-
sives,on tHe railway stations and mili-
tar ydepots at these points. Eftoctive
regults wore obtained. Afterbringing
down an Ausirian aeroplane which at-
tacked them all the machines returned
1o their depots.

In Gorizia the .Italians found the
bodies of a commander uf a division
and all his staff buried under the ruins
of the palace, °

The Town of

Gorizia was regarded
as impregnable, says a Havue::ency
despatch. The place came virtually
into possession wf the . Italian army
when on the evening of August 8 the
fortiefied barrier west of the town fell
to an assault and Italians forced their
Way across the Isonzo, The advance
attack had begun on the bridgehead on
August 6, so in a battle of three days
they took the most important fortified
position on the Isonzo front. The at-
tack which wun it was one of the most
violent made on a fortified position
since the war began, Austria had given
particular attention to the Gorizia for-
tifications, and especially tot the
strengthening of the heights, and she
regarded the fortress as impregnable,

Rome despatch says: The Aus-
trian aviation station of Alsovizza, six
miles east of Gorizia, has been cap-
tured by Italian troops, who ate con-
gr;ulns the pursuit of the Austrian

ce,

Cavalry detachments: and Bersag-
lerl cyclist detachments entered
Alsovizza after putting to flight the
Austrian rearguard, whiech attempted
to make a stand in the eastern sub-
urbs of Gurizia. In this action a body
of Austrian troops is reported to
have been cut off from the main
force, ,

Today’'s Italian oficial war office
statement says:

“In the Gorizia area our troops con-
tinued to cross the Isonzo un tlg: new-
ly repaired bridge. Our cavalry and
cyclists pressed frward to the east of
the town at several points under heavy
fire. The presence of hostile forces is
reported on the heights northeast of
the town, on the hills of Rosenthay ang
at several puints along the Vértoiba
line. Our cavalry charged the enemy
with standards flying, inflicting heavy
losses and taking several hundred
prisoners,

“On the Carso, after very hot fight-
ing, our troops succeeded in plercing
the strong entrechments northeast
of Monte San Michele and near the
Village of San Martina and vccupied
Boschini,

“Yester the enemy attempted to
relieve the pressure on the lower
Isonzo by violent attacks and heavy
bombardment on various other por-
tions of the front. Actions of this
kind took place on the Tonele, in the
Giodicaria and Lagarina valleys, on the
Pasubip, on Monte Cimone, in the
Valtravignolo and on the Meizli,
Bi:verywhere we maintained our pos-
tions.

“A squadron of eighteen Capron!
aeroplanes, escorted by Nieuport ma-
chines, raided the supply station at
Pravacina and Dorberg, More than
three tons of high explosives were
dropped on the rallway. etations and
on military depots. Good results were
observed. Notwithstanding the 1in-
tense fire of anti-aircraft batteries and
attacks by hostile aeroplanes, one of
which was brought down, the squadron
returned safely.

“A hostile aircraft dropped bombs
on Venice. Two persons were killed
and some damage was done,

“Among enemy weapons found on
the battlefleld,” adds the statement,
“there were many bludgeons mxvy
centimetres long, ringed with f{ron
bands from which jutted enormous
spikes, and at the extremity a still
larger but thinner spike, in some
twisted in the struggle. When the
bludgeons were shown to Austrians
they asserted they were simply al-
penstocks.” This reply, says the
statement, is “proof in Italian hands
that they were used by combatants,
amd dozens of them bear the names
of their owners.”

In northeastern Galicia, south of

The German general staff reports
